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THE GREAT PEAL AT LOUGHBOROUGH.
A Story oF STEDMAN CATERS.

From the time when Fabian Stedman, printer, of Cam-
bridge, gave to the ringing world, about the year 1670, the
peculiar method of permutation which bears his name, the
ringers of all ages have tenaciously held on to what may
be called “the King of Methods.” Not particularly be-
cause of its intricacy alone-—although it contains enough
to exercise the mental abilities of the average mathe-
matician—but chiefly for the fascinating beauty of its
composition, which enables the most harmonious changes
to be brought up and retained where you will, and its
adaptability for bringing a peal home at any given number
of changes. Stedman never lived to see his masterpiece
extended beyond five bells, and nearly a hundred years
elapsed before any company of ringers had the temerity to
attempt a peal of Caters, Eventually the London society
of College Youths accomplished the first peal. This was
at St. John's, Horsleydown, in 1787, being the composi-
tion of Mr. Henry Cooper, and the number of changes
5076. At that time a battle royal raged for supremacy
between the Cumberlands and College Youths, thus the
following year (1788) saw the Cumberland Youths success-
ful with 5184 at St. Leonard’s, Shoreditch. Thus started,

‘Stedman Caters longest length appeared to be the piece de

resisiarice. . In 1797 that celebrated: composer, J. Noonan,
called a peal of 6003, while seven years later Mr. G. Gross
cut the record a niche higher with 6129 for the Cumber-
lands. In this peal W. Shipway took part.
‘effort was made after that for half-a-century, and then
those generals in ringing warfare, Cox and Haley, ap-
peared in the arena, and took up the cudgels once more
for the famous London societies. At St. James'’s, Ber-
mondsey, Mr. John Cox called 6701 for the College Youths
in 1846, whereupon Mr. Henry Haley went to All Saints,

" Poplar. and for the Cumberlands wiped out his rivals’

record with a 7025. The Painswick peal of 8105 being
false, this held the longest length. It may be incidentally
‘here mentioned that Stedman Cinques had not been ne-
glected, for several peals had been accomplished, among
them the following four being the greatest :—

. 1806,—7104 at Christ Church, Spitalfields.
1844.—7126 at St. Peter Maccrott, Norwich.
1848.—7392 at St. Martin’s, Birmingham.
1851.—7524 at St. Giles’s, Cripplegate.

Notwithstanding that long peals were frequently at-
tempted in easier methods, no one cared to venture into
five figures of Stedman Caters, until the late Mr. Henry
Johnson got together a band at Aston, near Birmingham,
and with John Perks conducting, a new record was created,
viz.: 10,047. This was on the 8th March, 1858. Another
quarter of a century went over before the College
Youths made oncé more their effort to bring back the
« ashes’ to the metropolis, and on December 8th, 1883,
they succeeded with a peal of 11,111,in seven hours and
eight minutes at All Saints, Fulham, where a tablet records
the performance. This peal was conducted by the veteran

affection of his remaining contemporaries, and the respect
of us who follow after. In the same decade rose Mr. J.
W. Washbrook, of Oxford, like a star in the ringing fir-
mament, and long peals became the order of the day. On,
March 5th, 1888, the Fulham peal “ went by the board,”
12,041 being rung at St. Laurence’s church, Appleton,
Berkshire, in'7 hou's and 26 minutes. Not satisfied with
this however, eight of the same band with the addition of
C. Hounslow and the Rev. G. F. Coleridge, met again on
December 31st of the same year and recorded a peal of
15,041 Stedman Caters, in g hours 16 minutes!

Tempus fugit, and again we pass over a period of twenty-
one years. It is Easter Monday, April 12th, 1gog, and
ten men ascend the tower of All Saints, Loughborough.
Loughborough! the birthplace of bells and of the heaviest
rings the world has ever seen. Where Great Paul first
saw the light and made the name of Taylor a household
word. With every invention that engineering skill can
devise or utility require, the men are stripped ready for
the Herculean task before them, a task no less than a
world’s record in everything that the words imply. At
7.30 a.m. the melodious peal went into changes, and under
the conductorship of Mr. W. Pye, whose name and
prowess will go down the ages, continued right through-
out the day. As time wore on hundreds of ringers from
near and far came, listened, and departed, their places
being immediately filled by others as deeply interested in
the feat as themselves. Hour after hour the music of the
heavy bells rolled across the town unceasingly, while the
telegraph was busily carrying the news that all was well.
High up in the belfry the ten men bent to their task, ex-
changing at times a smile of encouragement as on and on
they rang. In most feats of skill and endurance the par-
ticipants are usually fed and retreshed at regular intervals.
Not so in the records of the ringing world. Pity it is that
the public know so little and so vaguely understand what
they entail. True, there were two Pyes and a Cheesman
in the band, but they were scarcely edible, and neither
food or rest was possible it history was to be made. -

Night came down on the scene, and around the church
the thoroughfare was blocked by connoisseurs in the " Art
of ringing who had come to be ‘ in at the death.” Twelve
hours and more had passed since the peal started, and yet
in the words of Longfellow—

As the evening shades descended,

Low and loud and sweetly blended,
Low at times, and loud at times,
Conanging like a poet’s rhymes,

Rang the beautiful wild chimes.

Like the psalms from some old cloisters,
When the nuns sing in the choir,

And the grest bell booms behind them,
Like the chanting of a friar.

It was known among the crowd that thronged the church
yard and the porch, that the peal was drawing to a close,
and they waited with feverish and telepathic magnetism
the psychological moment that proclaimed success. - Nearer
it came. Some one who had--obtained a glimpse of the
figures shouted “this is the last course,” and amid an

air, followed by the cheers of the crowd below. The feat
was accomplished true and complete. Ten men only had
rung 18,027 Stedman Caters in twelve hours and eighteen
minutes, on the heaviest ring of bells ever rung to a long
peal, thus surpassing that;preceded it in time, number of
changes, and weight of metal. This colossal performance
can be better appreciated by a comparison of previous
peals and the respective weights :—

It goes without saying that this achievement, the great-
est ever altempted, woeld have been physically impossible
under old-time conditions, and it sets the seal upon modern
bell-hanging. It demonstrates beyond a doubt the supe-
riority of the modern over the medizval., It is a triumph
for the iron frame, and while the honour must necessarily
cling for all time to the men who rung the peal, it points
unmistakably . to Messrs. Taylors’ workmanship in Lough-
borough tower as reaching the acme of the art of bell-
hanging. The following is the official record, with a
synopsis of each ringer’s individuality and previous per-
formances.

His first peal was at St. Edward’s, Romford, on Marcb 3oth,
1891, and since that time the name of G. R. Pye has never been
absent for long from the ringing press. With the unprecedented
opportunity for handbell ringing that four enthusiastic ringers
in one house offered, the path of peal-ringing was one unbroken
triumph. Grandsire, Treble Bob, Stedman, Double Norwich,
Saperlative, Cambridge, London and Bristol Surprise are fol-
lowed in succession, some of them being rung silent (or noa-
conducted). Feats that ordinary ringers wouid be proud of,
were they to ring only one bell, were undertaken double-banded,
and all paths led to success.

His ringing career, at least for the last fifteen years, has been
one unbroken sequence of victories. They commenced with the
indefatigable handbell band of four, who having rung the
chief Standard methods, set before themselves an almost im.
possible goal. Of these brothers, William was destined to reach
the peerless position he occupies to-day. To him was entrusted
the conducting of most of the extraordinary feats that bave
made the Pye family famous.

Born at Chadwell Heath, Essex, on August 14th, 1870, he
was attracted to beliringing when a boy of eleven years. In
1881 he was ringing upoa five bells, and accomplished a 720 of
Minor, but.got no further: for in those days the “old brigade” .
made ringing as mysterious as possible, and any ambitious |
youth, instead of being encouraged, was continually *‘ pegged
back.” William Pye got no chance until 1889, when he rang
his first peal. The following year he rung another, and con.
‘ducted it. Through the nineties the columns of this journal j
bore witness to the progress made in * peal-piling,” scarcely a
week elapsing wlthout the name of Pye appearing. Handbell
peals of Treble Bob, Double Norwich, Stedman Triples, Caters, }
and Cinques followed each other in rapid succession, and it §
was obvious that nothing would stop this dauntless Napoleon of 4
change-ringing. Superlative Surprise, Cambridge, Bristol and
London all followed suit *in hand.,” On the tower bells the }
same indomitable energy told the same sto-y: 15,072 Doukle
Norwich, 14,112 London Surprise, Cambridge Maximus (Jemmy }
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Motts, Ipswich, conducting), and the colossal feat on Exeter
tenor of 72 cwt.nett! Grit all through.

In character William Pye is a strong man, his massive chin
denotes unwavering resolution. In the belfry be rarely speaks

until necessary. and then his remarks are pointedly epitomized.

With all the respect due to those who have preceeded him, be
stands to-day indisputably the finest exponent in the Art of
ringing,

In the afternoon the bells

tion, to which the tower is affiliated. The following
towers were represented: Bushey, Feltham, Heston, St.
Andrew’s Hillingdon, St. Paul’'s Hounslow, and Isle-
worth. For evensong a well-struck 720 of Kent Treble
Bob was rung, being the first on the bells, A. R. Mac-
donald, B. Prewett conductor, C. F. Johnston (Croydon),
W. Laurence, G. Spencer, R. E. Stavert. Also some
1208 of Stedman with the Rev. H. G. Bird, President of
the Association, taking part.

At the evening service, at which the Rev. B. O. Sharp,
Vicar of Heston, was present, the Rev. H. G. Bird
preached a very intéresting sermon, taking for his text the
inscription on Great Paul: “ Woe is me if I preach not
the Gospel.”
