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F R O M  M U N IT IO N S  T O  B E L L S .

All the well-known bell-foundries of this country were, 
during the .war, transformed into munition factories, and 
they are now, as rapidly as may be, returning to their 
peace-time occupations. This transition period is certain 
to be one of difficulty, for the expansion caused by the 
demand for munitions of war, obviously cannot be main­
tained in the return to the peaceful arts. Nevertheless, 
we hear that already some of the foundries are getting 
many inquiries for bells and restorations.

In the latter direction there should doubtless be great op­
portunities for tli^ bell makers, for there are very few peals 
•that have been overhauled since 1914, and the neglect which 
could not be obviated since then must have increased very 
greatly the number of rings of bells which are in need of 
attention. There ought,.too, to be no lack of new work, 
for every parish will be seeking fittingly to perpetuate the 
memory of its fallen sons, and there is certain to lie a 
goodly proportion of instances where a new peal of bells, 
or an addition to an existing ring, will suggest itself as a 
suitable memorial. Indeed, it is up to ringers to see that 
this suggestion is not lost sight of when the question is 
tinder consideration in their own of neighbouring parishes. 
Many opportunities may similarly occur for putting in a 
word in season when memorials to individuals are con­
templated. As a matter of fact there ought to lie much 
work for the bell founders in this direction, but'thev have 
the right to expect the help of the r;ink_ apd .file o f . the 
Exercise, who are in personal touch with'church authori­
ties, in bringing this particular subject to notice at the 
opportune moment. After all, the bells of old England 
have a warm spot in the hearts of the people, whether they 
understand—as few of them do— anything of the art as 
we know it, or not. Thc bells appeal strongly to them, 
and llandel lias declared that the bell was the English­
man's national instrument. For centuries this has been 
the ringing-isle, and deep down in the soul of the English­
man is his love for the music of the belfry.

It ought not to be difficult, therefore, with all the advan­
tages that bells may claim as a specially suitable form of 
memorial, to advocate successfully the erection of bells in 
our churches to perpetuate the memory of those who have 
fallen. While putting forward a proposal which would 
doubtless find acceptance in many cases, ringers would 
have the further satisfaction of knowing that they w:ere 
advancing their ow'n art and also assisting in the recon­
struction of an industry which all of us must desire to see 
not only restored to its pre-war importance, but raised to 
an even greater position of prosperity.

BLOCK OR LEAD L IN K —W H ICH ?
Dear Sir.—In the last few days I havo examined ngtfin Mr. Davies' 

pamphlet 0 11 .‘ Lead Ends.’ and I think. I  1ia.ve-discovered wherein lies 
tho difference between, him and mo, and. I believe, a great uiany 
others’ who think like me. Mr. Davies in all his letters dealing with 
the question of tlio *■ link ’ in Grandsire, ,ha«- referred lo ihe ‘ lead 
link,’ and it has been with his ruling as to the lead link that I have 
failed to agree with him. Mr. Davies is tenaoioiid in argument, and I 
do not know whether I shall succeod in convincing Inin of error, but I 
say now that; Mr. Davies, in tho Present correspondence, has mixed 
up ‘ lead link ’ with 1 block link.’ Let, me quote from his own pam­
phlet. I 11 laying down, tho conditions for a method he say.'-: • The 
method must, bo capable, by tho regular making of its normal places, 
of producing as many o f its own blocks, sets, or divisions a?- there are 
working bells.’ A little later he goes oil to say:—

4 I 11 methods with a hunt or hunts there i® one, and only one, posi 
1/on of the hunt affording an opportunity for a choice in the succes­
sion of rows . . . .  Iu the Plain Bob method thi9 possiblo break oc­
curs after the hand stroke lead of the treble . . . Tin- form of th-' 
row a I the treble’s back stroke lead being thus lixed. the form of nil 
the. suOcecdiwg rows to and including the treble’s next ensuing hand 
stroke load is irrevocably fixed. The whole number are bound to­
gether, en<*h row in it* own place, as by a liond of iron. They con­
stitute a fixed solid. We. therefore, term it a “  block;”  Tn Grnnd- 
sire and mid bell methods generally having hunt bells, the block divi­
sion comes one row earlier. ‘ ■

Again, in- a summary of the principles underlying the structure of a 
method, Mr. Davies gives: The division of every method inuj sets 
of rows, for which in methods with a hunt, the best name is ’blocks,’ 
owing to the fact that the occurrence of any of the rows implies 
Ihat of thc wholo block. A block is of the same length us a trchlc 
lead, though not in all methods conterminous with it.

The- underlining u mine, for that sentence emphasises my 
present point that a block and a treble lead arc not- tho same, and 
that while I  have been talking about the place that joins the ‘ leads ' 
in Grandsire. Mr. Davies has been talking of the place which joins 
the ‘ blocks.’ Whether Mr. Davies is content to accept this I  do not. 
of course, know, but I  am satisfied upon the point, as I am sure your 
readers will be if they examine- the question, and particularly Mr 
Davies' letter in your issue of October 25t.li. and. therefore. 1 slial1 
have nothin? further to -ay upon it. The block I nk may he the 7tli’s. 
but the lead link is undoubtedly the 3rd’s.

Before I close I feel I must say a word with regard to the excep­
tion which Mr. Davies takes to my quoting his oppos'to statements 
on the question of the ‘ bob ' lieing part of the method. He doe° 
not deny that a few weeks ago he wrote * a 'plain lead and a bob 
are equally the method.' He-ause that fits in with his, present argu­
ment. but because his considered statement in ‘ Grandsire * is a direct 
contrad:ction. staring at him in cold print, he now tells us that the 
‘ meanest capacity ’ ought to have known that when he wrote * where 
there are no plain leads tile method ceases to lie Grandsire,’ he d il 
not mean what he said. No subtlety of the litterateur’s art, 110 
charge of unfairness against a critic, and. indeed, nothing but vile 
frank withdrawal of the assertion, if it is wrong, can alter the mean­
ing of that line of print in ' Grandsire.' Mr. Davies knows it. he 
might as well have admitted it. nnd ilie pity is, not that I  adopted 
the argument, but that Mr. Davies should try to wriggle out of an 
awkward position by trying to put thc responsibility on the capacity 
of those who having seen whfll  Mr. Davies said, did net lmow that 
it was not what he meant.—Yours, etc., D. SMITH.

A  COM ING  B I C E N T E N A R Y .  '
The first* peal of Treble Bob ever rung was accomplished on Herein- 

ber 27th, 1718, by the .Society,of Union Scholars, at St. Dunstun’s in 
the Bast, London, so that in this jnonth will fall thc. two-hundredth 
anniversary. Two bi-centenaries of first, Deals—those of Bob Major and 
Grandsire Triples—have had to pass almost, unnoticed owing to trie 
war. but now that we havo peace again, theiV ought lo be n0 diffi­
culty in fittingly celebrating such an interesting event in the annals of 
change ringing.

The peal was one of 5120 of what we know as Oxford Treble Hob. 
bill il is recorded in the peal book of Ihe Union Scholars (now iu tlie 
British Museum) as Union Bob. after the society. 1'lie particulars of 
the peal, as recorded in the ancient volume, are as follow:—

December the 27th. 1718.—This society rang, at St. Dllnstan-in- 
the-East. the first true and coinpleat. peal of 5120 Union Bob: John 
I led ley 1 . Robert French 2, William Freeborn 3. Fdward Franks
4, Richard) Oswald 5, Thomas Perrin 6. Robert Bawld’g 7, William 
Balding 8.

The figures of this peal are still in existence, and by the greatest of 
good luck they prove the pcM to have been n true one, although :-i 
those early days, the necessity of proving Treble BBh by anything but 
the lead ends was' unknown, and the large majority of the composi­
tions were false. .

last token of respect. The floral tributes were very beautiful.

Miss Flower, by the courteous carrying out. of her dut’es during 
her work in Duffield. had earned the respect of all she same in contact 
with, and her untimely death has caused quite a sensation of loss in 
the village, especially amongst the members of the Co-operative So­
ciety. who. with the stall, are erecting a stone as a token of esteem 
and of their appreciation of her valued, seryices.

Miss Flower's father is an old rmger at All Saint's-* Church. Duffield 
and rang many peals with the late Sir A. P. Heywood. The deceased 
young lady had all her father’s enthusiasm for ringing, ajid only a 
month before her death rang the treble to 120 Grandsire Doubles, at 
which both herself and’her father were highly delighted.

He proved a 
great acquisition to tho local tower, lieing a k«en and expert cam­
panologist, courteous and genial anil ever anxious to lend assistance. 
He was a consistent and regular attendant at the Sunday ringing and 
practices. A « a qualified instructor of the Oxford Ctiild. lw had ren­
dered valuable services to various lowers. At Amersluim, iu particu­
lar. lie. wag greatly esteemed for his good work. As a young ringer in 
a letter received from this district, said: ' Wc shall miss him. for ho 
was' a right good fellow, ever willing to belt) a' young hand forward. 
As a peal ringei-'and conductor lie was1 exceptionally reliable, lie  had 
rung many peals; his last peal iu the Wycombe belfry being a vev 
fine one of Stedman Cinques.

It wa* oue of his chief delights to ring in different towers, and hi' 
record shows that lie had rung in about a hundred belfries His last 
touch was at Wycombe belfry ou Armistice Day, and lie -was ainoii 
the first arrivals on receipt.of tho news. Throughout the whole of the 
Guild Mr. Horne was greatly respected and admired for his genial 
qualities. In addition to other societies, the late Mr. Horne was a 
member of the Middlesex County Association, and the Itoyal Cumber­
land Youths.

The funeral took place at the Wycombe Parish Church on Thurs­
day nf last week, the s«,'l obsequies lieing conducted by ihe Rev, <’
H. ltidsdale, M.A. (President of the llingers), an(l the Rev. J. W. ( 
Mixire. There were many ritigers present, who. besides the local men 
included: Messrs. J. ('.
