T h e Annual M eeting o f this Association was held in the 
Justices’ Room, Tow n H all, St. A lbans, on Easter-M onday, 
April 6th. Prior to the m eeting a  short service was held in the 
A bbey, when the Ven. Archdeacon Law rance delivered an 
appropriate address. In  the course of his rem arks he m en­
tioned that the art o f change-ringing was one which required 
not only great patience, but also great skill. T h eir work, as 
ringers, was closely connected with a higher calling, nam ely 
Church work, which consisted in summoning the faithful to w or­
ship in the house o f God, by the sound o f church bells. T h ey 
regarded them as taking a  most im portant part in the great 
duty which they all had to discharge according to their position 
and ability, for the honour and glory o f G od. T hose who had 
to take any public part in the ministrations of the Church in 
Divine Service, the clergy and choir, and even those who held 
subordinate positions, in collecting for exam ple, looked upon 
that duty as a  very honourable and important one, and their 
duty, as ringers, in attending in the various towers when en­
gaged in the solemn and beautiful ringing of the church bells 
w as an honourable one. In  the old days each peal had its 
name, and at the present day each new peal of bells was dedi­
cated, and offered solemnly to G od for His usage. In con­
clusion the rev. gentleman said he was pleased to see that the 
members regarded their work as a part of Church work, and 
he hoped that the Association would prosper and extend.

T h e  party then adjourned to the Tow n Hall, when about 
fifty sat down to an excellent tea, Mr. T . Slater being the 
caterer. T h e  M ayor (Mr. H. J. Toulmin) occupied the chair, 
and there w ere also present the V en. Archdeacon Law rance, 
the Rev. T . T . Blockley, Andrew  Oliver, Esq. (London), A. T . 
King (Barnet), E .-H ull, A . Hull, E . W hish, G . W right, F . S. 
Barnes, R. C . Hammond, A . H allett, H . L . W addington, W . 
Battle, H . Brewer, H . Porter, J. W . Brewster, F . Monk (St. 
Albans), F . Smith, F. Edw ards, W . E . Oakley, W . J. Oakley, 
A . J. P&te, W . Thorn, W . G . W hitehead, E . E . H untley 
(Bushey), W . H . Law rence, J. H eady, A. Phillips, A . Smith 
(L ittle  Munden), W . Lightfeet (Harrow W eald), H . J. W right 
(Aldenham), T . Powers, R. Shepherd, J. Shepherd, J. H ollings­
worth (Hatfield), C . Clarke (Essendon), A. Miller (Southgate), 
W . L iving, J. G ray (Graveley), T . W ebb (Baldock), Messrs. F . 
W . Silvester, W . H. L . Buckingham , H . Lew is, E . P. D eben­
ham (Hon. Sec.), G . W . Cartm el (assistant hon. sec.) and others. 
A t the conclusion o f the repast, a business meeting was held. 
T h e  first business w as the election o f new members, and the 
following were elected : Messrs. F . Monk, G . W right, £ . W hish 
(St. Albans), J. Allen, W . G . W hitehead (Bushey), A . H arvey,
F . H arvey (Hertford), W . L ightfeet (Harrow W eald), C . Clarke 
(Essendon), T . King (Barnet), — . W ebb (Harlow), R. C . Chalk- 
ley, W . L ivin g  (G raveley), and John Miller and A rthur Miller 
(Southgate), whose provisional election was confirmed.

T h e  Secretary (Mr. Debenham) read the report, w hich stated 
that num erically the Association had maintained its stren gth ; 
the roll o f nam es of ringing members having been increased 
during the year by seventeen, and that of the honorary mem­
bers by three. T h e  new  ringing members com prise four from 
St. A lbans, four from L ittle  Munden, two from Hatfield, one 
from Barnet, and four non-residents, and the new honorary 
members, two from St. A lbans and one from O xhey. In the list 
o f members, w hich will be published for the coming year, one 
more tower will be named as being in union with the Association, 
and it is clear that the work of prom oting the success o f change- 
ringing had not been in vain. T h e  ringing members now num­
ber 130, and the honorary members 19 ; but these figures may 
be subject to alteration. T h e  financial position o f the A sso­
ciation was good, the balance in hand being £ 9  15s. n d .  It 
w as thought that every tower in union with the Association 
should arrange that at least one representative should be pre­
sent at the annual m eetin g; im portant business com es on for 
discussion, and it is absolutely essential that the opinions o f the 
various com panies should be obtained. During the year three 
district m eetings have been held. T h e  number o f peals rung 
during the year was extrem ely limited, being confined to two of

1 G randsire T riples and one of Grandsire Caters. T h e  C aters peal 
w as rung at St. Peter’s, St. A lbans, on O ctober 14th, under my 
conductorship; a peal of G randsire T riples was rung at Baldock 
on A pril 15th, conducted by Mr. C a w d e ll; and the other, in the

sam e m ethod, w as at H atfield, on Novem ber 12th, conducted 
by Mr. A . Shepherd. T h is  w as a very small record, and if it 
were accepted as an absolute indication o f w hat had been done 
in the w ay o f endeavouring to becom e proficient, it would be 
said at once that change-ringing w as at a standstill in H ertford­
shire ; but, as he had pointed out earlier in the report, he could 
not agree in such a conclusion. H e therefore looked to some 
other cause for it, and thought th at if  a ll the number o f attem pts 
which had been made had been successful, they would have had 
a good number to enter in the peal-book, and that with a  little 
exercise ot patience and perseverance it would again come up 
to the standard o f bygone years. A s regarded individual p er­
form ances, owing to the scarcity o f peals, there was little 
m aterial for comment. H e could, however, sincerely congratu­
late Mr. B . Bidnell and Mr. Thurgood, o f Baldock, and Mr. 
Law rence, o f L ittle  Munden, upon having accom plished their 
first peals during the year, and also Mr. C aw dell, o f Baldock, on 
his conducting a peal for the first time. Satisfactory progress 
had been made by m any o f the younger members, and he would 
especially mention that great credit was due to Mr. L aw rence 
for the pains be was taking to bring on the L ittle  Munden band. 
H e would only add that he hoped that the next twelve months 
would show that the energy already thrown into the w ork had 
not only been maintained, but increased. T h e  Central Council 
of C hurch Bell Ringers m et at Sheffield last E aster T uesday. 
One of the items on the agenda was the consideration o f a  re ­
port from the Icommittee (two o f the members of which wera 
Mr. Buckingham  and myself) appointed by the Council in 1894, 
to deal with the question as to  the necessity o f umpires for 
handbell peals and their duties. H e then read the C ouncil’s 
report on this subject. T h e  conclusion come to by  the Council 
was not to his (Mr. D ebenham ’s) mind a  satisfactory one, as the 
only result o f the com m ittee’s labours has been the expression 
of the Council’s opinion that were practicable there should be 
an umpire to  every handbell p e a l; but what the qualifications 
and duties are is apparently left undetermined. H e hoped 
that at no distant date the m atter would again receive attention. 
It was gratifying to be able to state that the following resolu­
tion was unanimously passed : “  T h a t this m eeting desires to 
place on record its high appreciation o f the services rendered 
to the Exercise by the late Leonard Proctor, E sq., o f Benning­
ton, than whom no one has done more to encourage practical 
ringing in its highest branches.”  In conclusion, he again ex­
pressed his thanks for the able assistance which had been ren­
dered from time to time by the officers and various members of 
tbe Association, and especially Mr. Cartm el, for the help he 
has ever been ready to give in carrying out the duties o f the 
office he had the honour to hold.

T h e  balance-sheet showed that at the end o f last year there 
was a  balance in hand o f £ 10  9s. 2d. T h e  expenditure had 
amounted to £8 u s .  3d., and the receipts had been £ 7  18s. od., 
leaving a balance in hand o f £ g  15s. n d .

T h e  V en. Archdeacon, in proposing the adoption of the re­
port, said it gave him great pleasure to have been chosen to 
make this proposition, as they had all heard the excellent re­
port and balance sheet read by their excellent and hard-working 
Secretary. T h e y  all knew the great interest their Secretary 
took in this m atter, and he was very glad to think he was a  St. 
Albans man. H e was very pleased to see so m any at the 
A bbey that afternoon, because they had had services o f the 
same sort which were very poorly attended. H e hoped the 
Society would go on extending itself, as it helped to keep up 
the intim acy of the members with one another.

Mr. J. W . Brew er seconded, and it was carried.
A  resolution w as passed that the President to be elected 

should be a  p ractical ringer and not an honorary member.
' Mr. H untley proposed, and Mr. O akley seconded, that the 
Rev. Canon W igram  should be elected president for the ensuing 
year. T h is  was put and carried by a large majority.

W ith  regard to the election o f secretary, the chairman said 
he was sure there would be no two opinions on this su b ject; he 
therefore proposed that the secretary should be re-elected.

Mr. Silvester, in seconding the resolution, said they had a 
most excellent honorary se cre ta ry ; no one had known M r. 
Debenham  much longer than he had, and he could speak as to 
his worth. H e congratulated the members on the progress of 
the Association.

Mr. W addington seconded, and thought Mr. Debenham ought
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to have taken the post o f President, but he had declined that 
office. It was Mr. Debenham  who had brought the A ssocia­
tion to the position it now held.

T h e  resolution was carried amid loud applause.
Mr. H untley was next elected auditor.
Mr. Debenham  proposed, and Mr. Buckingham  seconded, 

that Messrs. L ew is and Cartm el should be elected assistant 
secretaries, and Mr. Debenham then proposed that all non­
resident ringers m ight becom e life members o f the Association 
on the paym ent of five shillings. H e said he had met with very 
great difficulty with members out of the district in getting their 
subscriptions. A  great m any just come into the town, joined 
the Association, and then went away, and were never heard of 
again. It w as rather hard for a member to have to p ay ten 
years’ subscription, and he thought it would be much better if 
they  were called upon to p ay five shillings as life members. In 
his opinion it would increase the membership, and the money 
for postage, etc., would be saved in writing for the subscriptions.

Mr. Buckingham , in seconding, said the sam e thing was d ne 
in other associations, and he thought it would be advisable for 
them to adopt similar measures.

T h e  resolution was carried.
Mr. Cartm el said now they had members numbering over 

150, and he thought they ought to have certificates o f m em ber­
ship. H e thought it would be advisable for several reasons. If 
they would give the secretary and himself power to find out tbe 
cost and report, they would be most happy to do so. He 
thought it w as usual for the members each to  pay a small fee, 
and if they paid about sixpence each, the Association could 
make up the other.

It was decided to leave the m atter in tbe hands o f the 
committee.

Mr. Debenham  then proposed a vote of thanks to the A rch ­
deacon for his excellent address to the ringers, and the kind 
welcome he had accorded to them ; to the M ayor for the use of 
the T ow n  H a ll; and also to Mr. Squires for the use of the St. 
P eter’s bells.

Mr. Buckingham  seconded this, and the Rev. T . T . Blockley 
in putting it to the meeting, said, on behalf of the A rchdeacon, 
who w as obliged to retire, that it was a great pleasure to meet 
them at the church that afternoon. He was very pleased to 
come to their m eetings occasionally, even as an honorary 
member.

T h e  resolution w as carried.
T h e  M ayor said he was very pleased to help any association 

of this kind, and as he w as a  churchm an he took a great 
interest in the Association.

Mr. Buckingham , in proposing a vote o f thanks to the 
secretary and officers for their past services, said he was sure 
they were greatly indebted to Mr. Debenham for the great 
interest he took in the Association. He did not know where 
they could find a gentlem an to take his place.

Mr. Lew is, in seconding the resolution, said, as an old hand, 
he thought Mr. Debenham  ought to be called the king o f the 
bells. H e had rung with Mr. Debenham a great m any times, 
but had never heard him cry “  stand ”  in the middle o f a peal.

T h e resolution was heartily earned, and this terminated the 
business.

T h e  C athedral and St. P eter’s church were open during the 
day for ringing, and were well patronised. Aldenham  was 
selected as the place tor the next district m eeting in June.

V I S I T  T O  B E D A L E , Y O R K S .

On E aster M onday, April 6th, a com pany of ringers made up 
from Stockton and M iddlesbrough, journeyed to the above 
place, where arrangem ents had been made to try for a  5000 of 
Treble Bob M ajor on the grand old peal of bells o f St. G regory’s 
church, some o f which bear the date o f 1631, and are quite in 
keeping with the venerable old edifice, with its massive and 
weather-beaten tower. A rriving at Bedale shortly after 11 a.m., 
a  short visit was made to head-quarters for the day (The 
Black Swan), where slight refreshm ents were indulged in 
previous to making a  start. On reaching the tower, the ropes 
were thoroughly overhauled and taken up on the wheels, and 
some of “  Brown’s M ixture” applied to the bearings, whilst at 
the lower end, Mr. J. Clarkson was busy attaching adjustable

tufts to the rope-ends of the heavier bells, which turned out a 
capital idea for saving soft hands. So for everything had been 
done to make our efforts a  success, and the only thing con­
ceivable to militate against bringing off the peal was the extra 
long flight of rope. A  start being made, everything went well 
for three courses, when the clim ax cam e, our tenor man could not 
proceed further, through the bad go o f  the tenor, and the bells 
had to be set up after ringing 115a changes. Nothing daunted, 
another attem pt was at once made, but still with little better 
result, as the bells had to be brought round at the part-end 
(1762 changes, in x hour 7 minutes), it being found impossible to 
ring anything like a full peal on them, so bad was the tenor 
going. On examining the bell causing the trouble, it was soon 
discovered she w as gudgeon bound, and will have to be 
shortened, before a peal is likely to be rung even with two men 
hanging on to her. An adjournment for dinner was the next 
move, w hich was served up in capital style, and fully appreciated, 
judging by the appetites o f the band. Dinner over, the hand­
bells were brought out, and courses o f Caters and T reble Bob 
Major were rung. A fter a short stroll and pull at the weed, 
another visit was made to the tower, where ringing for the day 
was brought to a close with 640 of Kent T reble  Bob, and after 
letting the bells down in peal, the rest of the evening, previous 
to train time, was occupied in talking over the events o f the 
day. T h e  visitors wish to thank the Rector, the Rev. J. G . 
Beresford, B.A ., for so kindly placing the bells at their disposal, 
also the local men who helped to make our outing so pleasant.

On T hursday, April gth, this fine ring of eight (tenor 26 cwt.),

o f ' the rest. A  form al dedication service was held in the 
churchyard at 3 p.m., in the course o f w hich the local ringers 
rung some rounds.

Curate-in-charge, Rev. Ashton G watkin, V icar of St. John’s, 
M argate, and the Rev. —  Holmes. T h e  choir was in atten­
dance, and sung the Old Hundredth as a processional, and 
at the end of the service, the special hymn, “  In Sinai’s dreary 
w aste.”

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C U R R E N T  T O P IC S .

The numerous postal deliveries at the office of this 
paper has included several letters to me during the week, 
welcoming, almost with fervour, the re-appearance of my 
notes. I am much obliged to those kind writers, and I 
will try to meet their views in every possible way. 
Approval such as these letters,show is very cheering, and 
it is much appreciated. A  letter to the Editor from a 
brother-ringer at Kettering, in Northamptonshire, has 
been shown to me. This gentleman compliments all con­
cerned upon the appearance of the double number, adding 
the remark that all the Kettering company would be glad 
to have such a number every week. W ell, we shall see. 
If we behave ourselves we shall have the promised illus­
trations in these double numbers, and then the increased 
circulation in consequence may be the means of continuing 
them. Each of the readers of “  B e l l  N e w s  ”  have been 
asked more than once to get one new permanent sub­
scriber. Now  is the time to do so, fellow-readers. Just 
each of you within the next four weeks enlist one more in 
the cause, especially you who have received any individual 
benefit through its instrumentality.

Talking about postal deliveries, very few readers of 
“ B e l l  N e w s  ” imagine the extent of the cargo of letters 
which reaches the office day by day. I met with the post­
man this W ednesday evening as I was about entering the 
office, and in the course of a short conversation he told 
me that more letters were delivered there than at any 
other house (either private or business) in the parish. One 
morning at the first post, forty-five letters were deposited 
in the letter-box ; and though such a record has not been 
beaten, it is sometimes run very closely. N ow  it must 
take some time to open the envelopes, and then sort out 
the correspondence, placing it in different batches for 
treatment. Then sometimes proofs have to be sent to the 
writers before their effusions appear, so that they may 
themselves see that all is correct; if incorrect the 
responsibility is of course theirs. Sometimes the penman­
ship is not very distinct, and cases have occurred where 
no amount of ingenuity, even by the most talented 
caligraphic expert, has been able to decipher what the 
writer has committed to paper. It may be there is no 
time to return the ms. ; it must be interpreted som ehow; 
and we may all naturally suppose that the editing of such 
contributions as these is done, if not with fear and 
trembling, at any rate with feelings not of the profoundest 
satisfaction. In converse with the foreman printer, I 
gathered that it happens now and then that some one who 
has sent a letter for insertion sends again at the last 
moment another letter to substitute for that which has 
been already put into type, and is just going to be printed. 
Then the “  correspondence ” page has to be taken to 
pieces again, and valuable time is wasted. W e should 
think of such temper-trying instances as these when we 
are inclined to grumble at something which does not 
please us. “  But to horse! ”  This is a classical quotation, 
be it understood, but its origin I do not know.

One kind friend points out to me that my Shakespearian 
quotation of last week is altogether wrong. “  Shakes­
peare,” he says, never made use of such a phrase as 
“ Throw grammar to the dogs.”  I never said he did. 
M y friend says the quotation should be “  Throw physic to 
the dogs.” Ah I w e ll! I thought grammar a kind of

physic at one time. W hatever would be the use of 
throwing physic to dogs. W ould they thank you for it ? 
N o ; not they. There is evidently some obscurity in 
Shakespeare’s language and meaning with respect to 
this quotation. I think he must have meant grammar 
after all. W e will however leave this for the present.

Very good, that article from the Birmingham Daily Post, 
last week. If such was written by a non-ringer, as it 
imports, he must have been very well primed beforehand. 
W hat I mean b y that is, that it was necessary to coach 
him, not only in the technical phraseology of ringing, but 
in the description of what he had to see. H e informed 
his readers that “  St. Martin’s belfry is a spacious and 
comfortable apartment, and there are a number of 
inscribed boards, recording the more notable achieve­
ments of the Change-Ringers’ Society.” But he failed to 
notice what I believe is the case with one of the most 
elaborate peal-tablets in the kingdom, which said tablet is 
on the walls of St. Martin’s. This is a vepr handsome 
affair in stone, given b y the late Mr. Hopkins, a ringer. 
It is the record of several peals of Stedman Cinques by  
the St. Martin’s company. But unfortunately since its 
erection the floor of the ringing-chamber has been lifted, 
with the result that part of this tablet is now above the 
floor, and the other part beneath. This fact promises 
much for the preservation of elaborate peal-tablets. It is 
said representations have been made to those in authority 
having for their object the removal of this tablet to a 
more seemly position, but the rejoinder is, I believe, that 
attempt at removal would destroy it altogether by breaking 
it in pieces. T hat may be so. Birmingham is certainly 
a marvellous place, but there’s a good deal of 
“  Brummagem ” about it. It is now a city, by Adt of 
Parliament. A  city, without bishop or cathedral, looks 
and sounds very much “ Brummagem.” There is plenty 
of money in this modern bran-new city, but the good folk 
don’t care to shell out any of it for a cathedral, or for a 
bishop, or for church bells. A  suggestion for a town’s 
subscription to defray the cost of a new peal-tablet for St. 
Martin’s would therefore probably be met by a rejoinder 
comprising allusions to the county asylum for lunatics, and 
such would be “ just like Brummagem.”

Y et another once prominent ringer departed— Colonel 
Troyte. Though the present generation have scarcely 
heard of him, yet his name was a force among the 
Exercise at one time. I think it was at the church of the 
village where he reigned as Squire,— Huntsham, Devon—  
that the first peal, all by clergymen, was rung. W hat is 
remarkable is that all the three brothers fell off from the 
practice entirely. P l a i n  S p e a k e r .

B e l l  A c cid en t .— O n a recent Sunday, at St. Peter’s church, 
a curious accident happened in the belfry. Just after the 
ringers had com pleted their duties before the morning service, 
one of the bells, weighing a  ton, owing to the giving w ay of one 
end o f the gudgeon, fell from its position, dam aging the wheel. 
T h e  other end of the gudgeon firmly retained its position, there­
by preventing a  more serious m ishap. Oundle bells are a ring 
o f eight of various dates, tenor a6 cwt. 1 qr. 9 lbs. T h e y  were 
re-hung, and four bells re-cast after the disastrous fire in the 
year 1868;

W H A T The British Workman’s is  pro­
posing to do is to combine the two 

to some extent, and to give to industrial policy­
holders the opportunity of assuring for £xo, 
£20, £ ja , or £40, with or without profits, and 
with yearly, half-yearly, or quarterly premiums. 
Nothing of.this kind, we believe, has been done 
before, and should this new scheme prove suc­
cessful, as it certainly ought, it may effect 
something very like a revolution in industrial 
assurance. In the past, the classes which have 
been unable to afford an insurance large enough 
to come under the head of an Ordinary policy 
have been compelled to pay rates relatively far 
higher for tbe small assurance that they could 
aflord. This scheme enables persons of small 
means to insure for small sums on the best 
terms, and should prove immediately popular. 
At age twenty a premium of one penny a week 
assures £8 6s. at death, whereas a quarterly 
payment of one shilling and a penny, precisely 
the same rate, assures £10. It may be assumed 
that the public will not be long in finding this 
out, and wnen it is otace clearly understood 
that quarterly premiums for such small 
amounts are accepted, an increasing disposition 
to prefer this method to the usual weekly pay­
ments may fairly be expected.— Insurance Obser­
ver, 17th January, 1896.
