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N O T E S  A N D  C O M M E N T S .

The ringing atmosphere is murky and depressing. U n­
mitigated fog pervades everything, and men’s hearts are 
failing them for fear. W e seem to be treading on a 
volcano, which threaten immediate dire consequences. 
Distrust and doubt prevail, and we await in trembling for 
what is to appear next. W h at the Exercise could at one 
time have staked its very existence upon is now said to be 
a fraud, for that is what these accusations mean if they 
mean anything.

Read the following letter from Thom as of C aversham : 
It is just the old story. Our friend Newman is again 
telling as what somebody else has said. B ut he promises 
to give “  his authority ” i f  sombody else does something. 
Here is his le tter:—

S ir,— I quite agree with “ Plain Speaker”  that where and 
who started the sixth man business, the other part of the story 
or rigmarole should come forward. As Mr. Washbrook refuses 
to take any notice of my assertions, I will pass on and give my 
reasons why I cannot comply with the request of Mr. Robinson, 
who just after a certain performance visited Caversham, and in 
the presence of our Vicar made two statements to us, one con­
cerning this peal, the other the long peal of London which I 
w'll refer to presently. He told us that the seventh man was 
not fit fOr the peal, in any Washbrook ought not to have had 
him in it, but that was just like Wash brook, as you (we) knew 
quite true, Sir. Shortly after this gentleman publicly pro­
nounced tbe peal as o magnificent one and his evplanation of 
the two statements was that he either had to brand tbes men as 
liars, or believe them, and he preferred the latter, and now he 
he wishes me to brand these men as liars and withdraw my 
innuendoes. Mr. Robinson told us that somstbing went wrong 
in the London, and while it was on every man in the tower was 
shouting at the top of his voice at the sixth man, “  don’t set 
your bell, don’t set your bell.” I took very little notice ot this 
till another person stated and repeated it that Payne set his 
bell and another pulled it off. Now Sir I think we ought to 
hear what tbe sixth man has to say on the matter, then if 
necessary I will give my authority for the statement made, with 
the name of the ringer said to have pulled it off.— T . N e w m a n .

M y old friend, let me tell you that you shine with 
greater refulgence at the end of your tenor-rope than 
you do in print. Everything which you try to say may 
b6 true as gospel, but proof, my dear fellow, actual and 
convincing proof, is what will be required. Never mind 
“  what the soldier or any other man said,” it is not 
evidence. B ear this in mind:

'Now just for the sake of argument let us suppose that 
these reports are trUe, and that a few of the London Sur­
prise Company did set their bells for some minutes. 
W hat, it m ay be asked, did they do then ? Just had a look 
ronHd, and a talk upon the previous week’s “  current 
topics ”  ? or did they resort to the nearest hostelry and 
regale themselves upon chops and porter. W e may 
charitably suppose the latter. Then they returned to the 
tower, and re-commenced at the place where they left ofl. 
W hich is it ? Some of them set their bells, the others 
kept on ringing. Rather an extraordinary story. L e t us 
have the authority Mr. Newman, for this. T he R ev. F . 
E . Robinson states that no one but the ringers was in the 
tower while the peal was in progress. It is plain that 
this tale about the bells being set and pulled off again 
could only have emanated from one of the band. That 
is what, if  I understand aright, Mr. Newman means to 
imply. - ______

Can it reasonably be supposed that any one member of

this London Surprise band, after such a lapse of time, has 
come forward and made these statements about the peal ? 
W h y  did he not do it before ? T h e performance caused 
some little excitement at the time ; at great cost the pro­
prietors of this paper issued gratuitously to its readers a 
large photograph of the ringers ; and a banquet took place 
in honour of the performance. W h y  did not this erring 
member of the band utter boldly his charges before all 
this fuss was made ?

If Mr. Newman is correct in persisting that one of these 
eight ringers has made the staterrtent attributed to him, 
wliat punishment ought to be visited on such a character ? 
Ought he not to be prevented from touching a bellrope 
again ? I think so. But I cannot yet entertain the idea 
that anyone could allow a performance such as this to 
become so celebrated, and then, after the lapse of years, 
“  spike ” it.

I T his affair sticks in the gizzard, to employ an homely 
phrase. But we will wait further developments of the 
dispute. Mr. W . P ye  has sent a long letter this week on 
the subject, but which cannot appear for more reasons 
than one. H e merely tells us what he has heard the other 
man said. H e cannot know anything about the affair 
him self; and another thing, correspondence on the sub­
ject, so I am instructed, must not be widened.

W hat a relief it is to get aw ay from this business, and 
deal with something else. Our old friend Samuel Slater is 
on the path again, I see. W hen it is considered what a 
trouble it is to rake together all these particulars about 
such old worthies, the seeming paucity of intelligence 
should not be complained of. Our old friend delights in 
these researches, and his readers delight in perusing them. 
I think he promises a memoir of Lindsey, which should 
be very interesting. But be careful of the doggerel, and 
sparing, friend Samuel, as some of it is apt to set one’s 
teeth on edge.

T h e  P e r f o r m a n c e  a t  St . M i c h a e l ’ s , C o r n h i l l .

S i r , — In the editorial of last week you made some remarks 
about anonymous letters concerning a peal. Now I am not an 
anonymous writer, but I should think that there is some use in 
anonymity, as no doubt “  Plain Speaker ” and other “  B e l l  
N e w s  ” critics will agree. Last week you published a “  peal ” 
of Treble Bob Maximus at the above church. Allow me to say 
I am astounded that Mr. W . Pye should put it out as a peal, 
after his recent correspondeuce on striking of peals. I 
emphatically enter my protest against such a miserable fiasco. 
I having nothing against the conductor, but if such perfor­
mances as the above are to be considered bona-fide peals, then 
bad change-ringers had better learn to strike from good 
“  stoney ’’ men. I heard the last three hours of the “  peal,” 
and without exaggeration there was not one clear twelve-bell 
change struck until the last course; only in parts of the last 
course could twelve bells be heard, and as soon as the big bells 
began to part the clashing of 2-3-4 together began again. This 
bad been the case all through ; I am informed that at 5 o’clock 
(which was previous to my arrival), that the bells practically 
stood still, and it wa@ thought that they had stopped. Again at 
7.35 it was a general smash, and I should think the most dis­
graceful exhibition ever heard in London, and this was also 
stated by some of the most prominent twelve-bell ringers who 

, were present- My only object in writing is that such ringing 
ought not to pollute “ T h e  B e l l  N e w s  ” peal column, nor any 
respectable society or Association peal or report book.

W h a t  i s  S i n g l e  C o u r t ?

S i r , — I admit that Mr. Baker has tripped me up by his 
reference to my short article on “  Arundel (now Norfolk) Sur­
prise ” at Christmas, 1897. I used the word “  contiguous ”  then 
in the sense, that I now want to reserve for “  adjoining.” I 
probably used then the first expressive word that occurred to 
me, without being so much impressed, as I am now, by the 
necessity of employing distinctive epithets for two different 
things. I decline, however, to be knocked down by Mr. Baker’s 
dictionary, which talks as dictionaries often do, and uses each 
of two words to explain the meaning of the other. For 
describing places made in juxta-position by two bells, on the 
one hand; and successive places made by one bell, on the 
other; I still think there is a sufficient shade of difference 
between “  adjoining ”  and “  contiguous ” to warrant the reser­
vation of the first to the one case, and of the last to the other. 
But to avoid all possible misapprehension, it would perhaps be 
better to drop “  contiguous ”  altogether, and substitute “  con­
secutive ” ; though this does not exactly express the action of 
the place-making bell in “  Double Court ” without the qualifying 
phrase “  in. reverse order.” It exactly expresses the action of 
tbe place-making bell in Kent Treble Bob, however, and is per­
haps, on the whole, the best word to u se; while stick to 
“  adjoining ”  for the other description of places.

Now, Sir, I maintain that the feature of true “  C ou rt" methods 
is “ consecutive" places made in “  reverse order,” as a part of 
the regular work of a working bell. This is undoubtedly the 
feature in the original Double Method, where it occurs in two 
positions ; and it ought to have been retained in the adaptations 
to the Single form, subsequently made, in one position at least. 
In many ot the so-called Single Court Methods there is no inter­
mediate place-making at all till the working bell gets to quite the 
end ofits path (taking the beginning of it to be “  turning the 
treble from the lead "), and then only a single place, and a return 
upon the former track. I cannot see that such methods deserve 
the title of “  Court ” at all. They are merely re-arrangements 
of the simple work of Plain Bob. The absence of “  adjoining ” 
places is relied on, apparently to consititute a “  Court ” method. 
I allow that, at least in the intermediate place-making positions, 
there ought not to be “  adjoining” in “  Court ”  ; but is it to be 
held that every plain hunt arrangement that avoids “  adjoining ” 
places is, therefore entitled to be called a “  Court ”  method ? I

say, n o ; for the second’s place of Plain Bob, with a whole pull 
at lead and behind, may be merely shifted to sixth's and third’s, 
or elsewhere, and the single dodges re-disposed.

I have no wish to decry the value of Shipway’s w ork; but I 
do think that in some of his adaptations (notably in “  Court,” ) 
he was not only distinctly unhappy, but careless of the spirit of 
his original model. I wiil conclude with my idea of what 
Single Norwich Court should be. It is a rapid sketch, and may 
possibly be susceptible of improvement when I can give the 
time to it. I can only hope it is not a reproduction of some­
one else’s work; there is no telling in these days. All I can say 
is, I don’t remember to have seen i t ; and tbat it is a closer 
adaptation of the original than any other that I have seen. It 
is regular in form ; has no “  adjoining ” places, and preserves 
the double-dodging behind; near places are made from the 
front, far places from the back, both by the bell that the treble 
turns from lead-end behind ; the “ consecutive” place-making 
bell does not return on its track ; lead-ends and coursing order 
of the familiar pattern ; sixth's place at a bob, a bob at 1 having 
the eftect of a bob at 6 in Double Norwich. However, let your 
readers judge for themselves,

T h e  remarks we ventured to make last week, and the hint 
conveyed with respect to the future determining of all 
questions about the unworthiness or otherwise oi per­
formances of 5000 and upwards, have been received with 
no small amount of approval. In view of what is newly 
arrived under consideration, and the very recent instances 
of peals brought into unenviable notoriety, it may again be 
pointed out, and that very forcibly, that the time calls for 
the employment of some machinery by which the settle­
ment of these peal questions may be effectively carried 
out in a business-like manner. The thinking part of the 
Exercise is weary of a procedure which creates so much 
ill-feeling, and its host of ridiculous adjuncts. A  slipshod 
mass of correspondence, sometimes written by those who 
ought to be so sensible of their own deficiencies as to 
cause them to shrink from “  rushing into print,” is not
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the proper instrumentality for attaining the obect desired. 
As was said last week, the Central Council is the body to 
consider whether some improvement cannot be made. 
The idea that the record of a peal should be stayed, and 
it publication postponed until all doubts concerning it 
were set at rest by the decision of a popular tribunal, is 
favoured by several correspondents. It should not be 
forgotten, however, that such an arrangement may be 
liable to abuse, for doubts once thrown upon a peal, 
whether genuine doubt or not, unfortunately have a ten- 
to besmirch its fame, and depreciate its value.

Mr. T a f f e n d e r , of London, writes this week about a 
performance at the church of St. Michael-upon-Cornhill a 
fortnight ago. W e need hardly say, perhaps, that others 
have written on the same subject, but these latter have 
disregarded the time-honoured and necessary courtesy of 
giving us some indication that they possess a local habita­
tion and a name. Mr. T a f f e n d e r ’ s  assertions are likely 
to be met by indignant remonstrance, accompanied by 
delectable examples of the “  you’re another ” sort of argu­
ment.- And then the see-saw business will begin, and con­
tinue until the lucubrations from both sides are stopped, 
no practical decision whatever being obtained. Not a 
very business-like condition of things, certainly. But if it 
were known that some popular central body would have 
to’adjudicate upon such questions, these unseemly wrangles 
would be at end. All must hope that the Central Council 
will see its way to propouud a good scheme for the effec­
tive  and prompt settlement of these differences. W e shall 
unhesitatingly be among those who will cheerfully accept 
the Council’s dictum in such a matter.

The list of ringing clergy, which has been mentioned 
once or twice, is very slowly progressing. Names come 
dribbling in at the rate of about two or three per week, 
but we exercise what patience we haye. W e ask those 
gentlemen who have not yet sent their names and 
addresses to be kind enough to do so at once, as we are 
anxious to complete the list before Whitsuntide. Secre­
taries can greatly assist the work in sending us a list of 
all the ringing clergy in their neighbourhood.

Good Friday occurring next week, we shall go to press 
one day earlier.
