T H E  W I N C H E S T E R  D IO C E S A N  G U IL D .

T he annual festival was held at Godalming, on, July gth. 
The G uild’s special form of service was used at the Festival 
Service in the parish church, at 12 .^ -w h e n  an admirable 
address was given by the Rev. G . F .  Coleridge, V icar of 
Crowthorne, who took for his text, Ecclesiastics iv. 12, 
“  A  three-fold cord is not quickly broken.” The servide 
was as usual well-attended, and the beautiful singing of 
the choir under the direction of Mr. Mackintosh, the 
organist, was much appreciated. T h e annual dinner took 
place at the Borough H all, over 100 sitting down. The 
Rev. L . H . Burrows, V icar of Croydon, took the chair, 
and was supported by the President, Mr. J. P . Stilwell, 
and Mrs. S tilw ell; the Master, the R ev. E . C. M atthew s; 
the Rev. G. F . Coleridge ; Mr. F . Girdlestone, (Charter­
house) ; Messrs. C . C. H arvey and W . Enticknap, 
churchwardens ; Rev. F .W . E vans and Rev. H, B . Chubb, 
assistant-curates; Rev. F . G . Hume, R ev. E . C. Kirwan, 
Mr. W . Scott-Evans (Bournemouth), Mr. A . A . M ackin­
tosh, Rev, E . W . Carpenter, Hon. Sec., and o thers.

After dinner the chairman gave the loyal toast, which 
was enthusiastically drunk. H e then proposed “  Success 
to the W inchester Diocesan G uild.” H e welcomed them 
to the old borough of Godalming, which although it had 
not quite the same historic interest as the cathedral city 
of W inchester, where they assembled last year, had its 
own objects and its own glories. H e supposed they 
specially noticed the cobbles in the High-street, very des­
tructive to motors and one of the very best things they 
had got. Though they had not got a cathedral or some 
of those great and grand things, they had got for them a 
true brotherly welcome, and that they gave them from the 
bottom of their hearts. H e was sure every loyal member 
of that Guild would rejoice with him that they had their 
Bishop back with them, he hoped in restored h ealth ; he 
had every reason to think so. It had been very hard up­
on him that being in the diocese only a short time, he 
should have had so serious an attack of illness, but every 
loyal clergyman would hope that he had come back with 
renewed health and would be able to face the great strain 
which that diocese must bring on any man, however strong. 
W ith  regard to the guild itself— he only paid his subscrip­
tion last week— the reason why he had always felt a great 
sym pathy with the guild was because the bell-ringers from 
the necessity and the fact of being up in the belfry away 
from the rest of the congregation, were to a certain extent 
isolated. T hat was a very bad thing. T h ey were a most 
important body of church-workers and had their place in the 
work of the Church as clearlyjas any ; as the choir or any 
church organisation. It was because that guild recognised 
that great fact, because it brought them together at those 
delightful annual festivals, that all who took an interest 
in the Church, and the bells of the Church, were glad to 
welcome them there that day. One of the great points 
which he thought such a guild as that emphasised was 
the importance of unity and fellowship. W hat a lot 
they could do in pulling together— be did not mean in 
a peal of bells, as he found one day in trying the bells. 
Here were about 120 men all engaged in the sanie work,
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all as keen as mustard, come together, determined to ring 
the bells more vigorously, more loudly and with greater 
skill. That was a grand thing. H e would couple that 
toast with their honoured president and their master. 
Their president had been over twenty years president of 
their society, and he was not like some presidents, he 
always turned up at those gatherings. H e had also 
three sons, who ha^ all been made honorary members of 
the guild. It was "also very delightful to think that Mrs. 
Stilwell was able to honour them with her presence on 
that occasion, and she kept in countenance the one lady 
bellringer who had the pluck to come that morning. He 
would like to mention the name of Mr. Matthews. V icar 
Burlesdon, their master, who was engaged in every possi­
ble way in fulfilling their interest.

Mr. J. P . Stilwell, in replying, said the guild was a 
great power in the diocese, and he hoped to see its in ­
fluence exercised in every direction; where there was a 
tower and at least six bells there should be organised in that 
parish a guild of ringers. H e maintained that to ring rounds 
was a very small thing, but to ring changes was a very 
skilful thing, which took a long time to learn, but when 
learnt it gave the greatest pleasure to those engaged in it. 
It was always a pleasure to him to be with them on those 
occasions, and he hoped that they would find men in every 
tower to forni guilds, and instead of 100 or 120 they might 
double their numbers before many years. H e should be 
glad to know that the guild extended throughout the 
diocese. L ast year they were in the County of Hants, 
this year they came to the other county, and were in one 
of the most pleasant spots in the diocese of W inchester.

The Rev. C. E . M atthews (Master) also responded. 
H e said that the changes made recently, although they 
might not suit every member of the guild, had been in 
every way admirable, and it remained for every member 
to loyally co-operate with Mr. Carpenter, the worthy and 
hard-working secretary, and the other officials of the 
society, to carry out the rules.

Mr. Scott-Evans (Bournemouth) proposed “  The clergy 
and churchwardens of Godalming, the organist and the 
choir,” and heartily thanked them for their co-operation 
and assistance that d a y ; also Mr. Coleridge for his excel­
lent and practical sermon.

Mr. C. C. H arvey (senior churchwarden), acknowledged 
the toast, and offered a hearty welcome to the Guild when­
ever they wished to come down that way.

Mr. J. J. Jones submitted “ T h e preacher of the day,” 
and the Rev. G. F . Coleridge briefly responded.

Mr. J. P . Stilwell proposed “  The Chairm an.” He 
had had the pleasure of knowing the V icar for many 
years, and the first time he was brought into contact with 
that society was when he was asked to preside at one of 
their dinners in the parish of Dorking, where Mr. Burrows 
was one of the curates. H e (the speaker) had been con­
nected with' Dorking more or less all his life, and it gave 
him the greatest pleasure now, after many years, to meet 
Mr. Burrows again and to ask them all to drink his 
health. T hey might congratulate him on what was, he 
trusted, a step on the upward road, but the possibilities 
of his future career he would not expatiate upon. The 
toast w as drunk with the utmost warmth.

The chairman said he hardly knew himself at present 
as V icar of Croydon. A  great many people congratulated 
him, and when they proposed him in those terms he began 
to clap. H e noticed in the wonderful titles o f peals in 
the report that one was the Canterbury Pleasure Major. 
H e did not know whether that had been specially put

down, because he was going to leave the diocese of W in ­
chester for the diocese of Canterbury, and he did not 
know whether that was a Major Pleasure or not. The 
W inchester Diocesan Guild Would alw ays have his 
support, and he only hoped when he went to Canterbury 
he would find the same organisation. T h ey had a good 
peal of bells at Croydon, so good that when the ringers 
rang the bells no one could stay in the houses for miles 
round.

The Secretary explained that there was no Canterbury 
Guild of Bellringers, but Croydon belonged to the Surrey 
Association ; and he was sure the Secretary of the Asso­
ciation would speedily come down on the V icar of Croydon 
and collar him.

T h e Annual General Meeting took place at 3 p.m., the 
President, J. P . Stilwell, Esq., in the chair. The Rev. 
E . W . Carpenter, Hon. Secretary, presented his Report 
and Balance-Sheet, which were adopted. All the officers 
of the Guild were unanimously re-elected. The Hon. 
Secretary then proposed certain alterations in the rules, of 
which notice had been given, and they were agreed to. The 
object of the alterations is to make each district a 
miniature copy of the Guild, and to provide for an 
Annual Meeting in each at which the district officers will 
be elected. The question of the place and day of the 
next Annual Festival was discussed, with the result that 
Christchurch, where the bells have recently been augmen­
ted to ten, was se lected ; the meeting will be held on a 
Monday. The rival claims of Saturday and Monday gave 
rise to some discussion, but an admirable spirit was shown 
by the members present, for most of whom Saturday is a 
more convenient day. It was agreed that other members 
for whom Saturday was inconvenient, ought to be con­
sidered, and that it would be fairer to all to alternate the 
days. Votes of thanks were passed to the Rev. L . H. 
Burrows (till lately V icar of Godalming, wlio attended at 
some personal inconvenience), the preacher (Rev. G . F. 
Coleridge), the churchwardens, organist and choir, and 
the chairman.

P o r t s m o u t h  D i s t r i c t .

A  quarterly meeting of the above was held on Satur­
day, July 30th, at Shedfield, by kind permission of the 
Rector, the Rev. A. B . Alexander, who gave the use of 
the bells, when the following towers were represented : 
Fareham , Portsea, H avant, W ickham , Swaamore, Shed­
field. Altogether the members numbered about twenty- 
five, which, considering the unsettled state of the weather, 
was considered very satisfactory. After tea the business 
meeting was held, and Mr. W . Cooper was duly voted to 
the chair. The minutes of the previous meeting was read 
and passed, and Mr. G . Chequer, churchwarden, was 
elected a member of the Guild. The usual vote of thanks 
was accorded the Rev. A . B . Alexander for the use of the 
bells. Touches of B ob Minor, Oxford Bob Minor, Sted- 
man and Grandsire Doubles, and 720 Kent Treble Bob 
were brought round by H . Privett, G . Plashet, W . 
Cooper, A. Millard, G. E . Chappell, J. W . W hiting con­
ductor. Also 720 B ob Minor. At 8.30 the bells were 
lowered, and the visitors were of opinion that they had 
enjoyed the meeting.

My closing paragraphs last week were about “  the 
weathercock legend,” as it was called. But we find it is 
no legend at all, but the absolute and literal fact. The 
editor has received the following letter, which clears up 
the principal (not all) doubt we must have had. Here 
is the letter ;—

D u n s d e n  V i c a r a g e ,
R e a d i n g , A u g u s t  4, 1904.

D e a r  S i r ,— “  Plain Speaker ” in your last issue throws 
some doubt on the story told by the Dean of W indsor 
at the Annual Festival of this Guild. I have communi­
cated with him since, and I have his permission to reply. 
The church in question is the parish church of Aston in 
Birmingham. The Dean has written to his brother who 
was Vicar of Aston at the time. H e replies as follows : 
“  The story is absolutely and literally true ; I can testify 
to its truth from my own personal knowledge, and if the 
writer of the paragraph thinks that I am the victim of a 
hoax, let him ask the architect, Mr. J. A. Chatwin, of 
Birmingham, who is still living, or let him pay a visit to 
the Art G allery at Birmingham, where he will find the 
papers at which he laughs, and he can read them for him­
self.”

It is comforting to find that the statement is cleared up, 
and that the V icar of Aston was not the victim" of a 
practical joke. After all we may have made too much of 
the matter. Calm  reflection of the subject has led me 
to think that possibly we have very easily been mistaken 
all along. The words which attracted our notice were 
these, you will recollect. Omitting formal parts (as the 
lawyers say) they were “ that in opening a weathercock 
taken down from the steeple at Aston Church, a sheet of 
paper was found therein, given the names of the ringers 
who rung on the day the weathercock was put up, and how 
much heer was drank on that occasion."

I think this, or something like it, must be regarded as 
fact or approaching very near to it. A s I have pointed out 

' there is not a scintilla of reason why the consumption of 
the liquor should be attributed to ringers, who we know

■ would not so indulge themselves so close to the church, 
j And when it is known that these inferior oflficers of the 
, church and churchyard such as I have named,
I were at the time in question— and are now in a measure 
I — very prone to such indulgences, we shall come to the 
' conclusion that they were the people who were responsible 

for the addition to the record of the weathercock. This 
subject is now at an end, so far as I am concerned.

The words printed in italics only need concern us. The 
document found inside the weathercock does not state, or 
affirm, or make oath and say, who drank this beer ! Then 
why should we for one moment imagine that it was drank 
by the ringers ? There is no vestige of evidence to sup­
port such a supposition; nor ought we to allow our im­
agination to run riot in such case. The real fact no doubt 
is that this consumption of home-brewed the ringers had 
nothing to do with, nothing at a l l ! I had better com­
mence a new paragraph, now.

W hen this weathercock was about to be re-hoisted to 
its place, some petty official in charge of the job— a clerk, 
perhaps, but most likely a sexton— both possessing the 
usual extraordinary rubicund features— evidently suggested 
that the occurrence should be “  wetted ” — a word very 
well-known in Birmingham. No sooner said than done ; 
and the organ-blower, with the grave-digger and his assis­
tants, would be dispatched to the nearest inn for 
materials sufficient for the “  wetting.” Then after the 
process it is easy to believe that the clerk would say to 
his fellow-official— “  W e ’ll book this, H a r ry ; and write 
on the paper how many quarts we have put away among 
us.” Agreed to nem. con.— and so the document became 
embellished in this w ay by the clerk, who would in those 
days be the only man among the company capable of 
putting a pen to paper.

And so W illiam  Baron has gone to join the great 
majority. To this must we all come. For some years he 
was a prominent member of the Cumberlands, with some­
what of an authoritative manner, but whatever his merits 
and failings were, and he had a share of each like the rest 
of us, he was a most useful and active member in any 
ringing society to which he belonged. A  section of the 
older ringers did not at all concur in his founding, with 
others, of the W aterloo Society, though they eventually 
came to agree that such society was doing much good in 
bringing recruits to the Exercise. B ill had a somewhat 
boisterous way with him fn these early days, but it was 
only a m annerism ; he was sociable to the last degree. 
H e had a lot of friends, among whom is the writer of this 
paragraph, who mourn his decease.

The Rev. H . E . Tilney-Bassett, who has proved him­
self a very energetic Honorary Secretary of the Salisbury 
Guild, has just entered married life, and the members of 
the Guild have given him a suitable present. Mr. Tilney- 
Bassett is not a mere ornamental Secretary; he works 
hard in its behalf, and is quite alive to the varied and 
numerous questions which are frequently agitating the 
ringing field. Readers will join with me in wishing the 
rev. gentleman and his lady every blessing.

Another new method, Mr. Dench ? Very clever, no 
doubt, and coming from such a composer, sure to be 
legitimate. But new methods are getting to be 
treacherous indulgences. Look at the quantity of good 
methods we have now g o t ; and remember how some of 
their authors have fought to gain them recognition as 
pure and unsullied, free from piracy and so forth. And 
brother Dench, W orth (your native place) m ay be very 
worthy, but it is hardly a good striking title, and does not 
give your latest production “  bold advertisement.”  Don’t 
be angry, brother Dench.

;>'Weather this week has been torrid. The tropics of 
Capricorn and Cancer with the Torrid Zone and Equator, 
appear to be taking their annual outing, and enjoying 
their beano in the southern portion of our island.

Those of us who have been dependent upon the clock 
of Redcliff Church for the accuracy of our time have been 
sadly put about by the silence of the chimes during the 
last few days. T h e removal of the bells from the church 
tower has been necessitated by the insecurity of the old 
wooden framework upon which the bells were hung.

T he other day we climbed up the narrow circular stair­
case and found ourselves amongst the bells. W h at an 
ideal old belfry it was— the two massive oak beams 
stretching from side to side of the tower and resting on 
the window ledges, seemed strong enough to bear any 
w eigh t; but when we looked about and saw how that 
from time to time blocks of wood had been wedged in 
here and there to support the bells and to raise the level, 
we began to realise that, though it might be very 
picturesque, it was hardly safe when you considered the 
mass of metal that swings backwards and forwards when 
the bells are ringing.

H ow the bells seemed to take us back to the past. 
H ere is the great big tenor bell. She— note the pronoun ; 
the ringer always speaks thus of a b e ll; it is a symbol of 
that affection which a true ringer has for his bell— was 
cast in 1622. A t the end of that year she must have 
tolled for the death of the Vicar, Samuel Davies. Three 
years later she probably made one of a merry peal at the 
Coronation of Charles L  ; and then, Bristol being always 
a loyal city, one can but suppose that she tolled when 
that unfortunate K ing was beheaded. About this time the 
great philanthropist, Edward Colston, must often have 
listened to her with great pleasure. In i 65o she must 
have joined in a merry peal when again a king sat on the 
throne of England, and a V icar was once more instituted 
at Redcliff'.

But sad times were coming. The great plague which 
broke out in London in 1665, found its way to Bristol, as 
the Redcliff registers too plainly testily. D ay after day 
this tenor bell must have tolled the sad news of fresh 
victims to the dread scourge; day after day the plague 
cart carried away the dead bodies and buried them in the 
great pit, which was dug at what we now call the Horse 
Fair. There is a tradition that if  this ground were to be 
dug up the plague would start again.

And so year by year the bells have marked each great 
event in the lives of the people of Redcliff and the nation 
at large. In fact, no great event has happened uince 1622 
but what the great tenor bell has proclaimed the fa c t ; 
she was the first bell in Bristol to proclaim the sad news 
of the death of Queen Victoria.

W e conclude with a quotation from Mr. Passmore’s 
song, “  Olde Redcliff.” —

O ld  R e d c liif bells ! our joyS and griefs,
Y o u r sym p ath ies record  ;

In  e v e ry  p h ase  o f  ch eq u ered  life 
Y o u r frien d ly  v o ic e  is heard.

T h y  ch im es rem in d m e n igh t a n d  m orn,
H o w  sw ift is T im e ’s ca re e r—

A s  w ith  a  solem n, w arn in g  vo ice  
Y e  ch a n t (sic) yon r p raiseful p ra y ’r !

This church has recently undergone thorough restora­
tion, and in addition has been added two new vestries for 
clergy and choir at a cost of about/"I4,000. The bells 
have also been re-tuned and rehung in a new iron irame 
with all the latest improvements, and great credit is due 
to Messrs. Taylor for the way they have carried out their 
work, the tone and “ go ” of the bells being excellent.
