In strong contrast to 
luother tea, at the same price, fresh in memory, was the 
one here to which ringers from Bradley, Bridgnorth, 
Rushall, Tettenhall, and Wolverhampton (St. Peter’s), 
?at down, aud many were the appreciative remarks. 
Everything was in readiness at the tower, and the splendid 
peal of six were soon going to Grandsire and Stedman 
Doubles, and Plain Bob Minor.

Five cycle runs have been held this year, and have all 
proved most enjoyable with the possible exception of the 
first, which was sadly marred by the weather.

SH E F F IE L D  D ISTR IC T  SOCIETY.

The October metting of the Sheifield District Society was 
held &t Doncaster, instead of at Eckington, where the bells 
are not yet ready.

St. Nicholas’ Church, Worcester, which was rebuilt in 
1730, and has recently been restored was re opened on 
Sunday, October 5th.

The foundation-stone was laid on Thursday, October gth, 
by Sir Henry Lopes of a Western porch, which is to be 
added to St. John’s Church, Horrabridge. The cost will 
be ;^300; Messrs. Hockin and Sons, are the builders, and 
Mr. Pomeroy is the clerk of Work?. The architect is Mr,
G. H. Fellowes Prynne, F.R.I B.A., of London, from 
whose plans the church was built about twenty years ago.

A  very handsome tablet, subscribed for by many 
hundreds of ringers, and finely executed by Messrs. 
Caspar and Co., of K ing’s Road, St. Pancras, to com ­
memorate the peal rung by a band'of ladies on July 20th, 
ig i2 , was unveiled on October 4th.

A  goodly gathering of ringess from far and near 
assembled in the Church, including iour of the ladies and 
their friends. The R ev. J. G . Simpson, Canon of St. 
Paul’s, kindly came from the Cathedral to unveil the 
tablet, which he did while a hymn was being sung by the 
congregation in Church.
