The thirty-sixth annual meeting of the above Associ­
ation was held on Saturday, October 25th, at Durham. 
This being a full day meeting visitors made an early start, 
and the bells were to be heard in the morning. Rather 
unfortunately the Cathedral bells are not allowed to be 
rung on account of the weak state of the tower. However 
there are two six-bell towers at St. Nicholas and St. 
Oswald, and full advantage was taken of these by 
those who were inclined for ringing. Taking into con­
sideration the drawback of not having good ringing 
facilities to draw ringers to Durham, there was a capital 
meeting. The committee meeting was held in the “  Three 
Tuns ”  hotel at 12 o'clock, and afferwards the ringers 
wended their w ay to the Cathedral. A  service is held in 
connection with the meeting each year at Durham and 
Newcastle alternately. The Association was honoured 
by having the Dean to address them, an honour which 
was appreciated by tha members to its fullest extent. 
The address was most impressive, an d  all w ere  touched 
by the D ean’s encouraging words. H e spoke of the bell- 
ringers’ duties, and put them on the same standing as all 
churchworkers. H e was in full sympathy with the Asso­
ciation and its objects and the good work it was doing, 
saying what a grand thing it was to see bodies of men 
working together for the good of the Church, T he Dean 
has become a patron ol the A E Sociation , and the mem­
bers hope he will always taka a keen  interest in their 
work and also that on a fu tu re  o cca sio n  he w ill again 
a d d ress th em .

Fifty members sac down to dianer at the “  Three 
Tuns ”  hotel at 2 o’clock, and immediately afcerwards 
the general meeting v/as held. After the loyal toast the 
Secretary read his annual report to tha members. Follow ­
ing the General Secretary’s report came those from the 
four district secretaries. These were on the whole 
saiisfactory, but there is still room for better attendance 
at district meetings, which are held for practice, the 
idea being to help beginners. After the retiring officers 
had been thanked for their services came the election of 
officers for the ensuing year. T h e  business of this meeting 
kept all well occupied till 6 o ’clock, when members 
retired for ringing.

T H E  W A R W I C K S H I R E  G U IL D .

The small and ancient tov/n of Southam is situated in a 
rather inaccessible part of the county, but the Church of 
St. James now possesses a nice ring of eight bells, and the 
Rector, the Rev. J. H art-Davies, is most anxious to see 
change-ringing established firmly in the tower. The 
original ring was one of six bells, the first three of which 
were cast by Mears and Co. in 1863, and the last three 
are dated 1615, 1650, and 1676 respectively. The 4th is 
by W atts, of Leicester ; the 5th b y  John Martin, cf 
W orcester; and the tenor by H enry B agley. Recently 
Messrs. Taylor, of Loughbprougb, wdie requisitioned to,

provide two new treble?, and rehang the whole ring. This 
hss been done in the firm’s usual satisfactory w ay, and 
the only disadvantages felt at present are the very small 
dimensions of the ringing-chamber and rather too much 
noise. A  somewhat unusual note Is found in the church­
wardens accounts for 1641 as follows;

“  Paid to the K ing’s footmen who scaled up the Church 
doors for ringing when the K ing came to town 6s. 8d.

“ Paid also to them for not ringing when the K ing went 
out of the tow s 5s. od."

The doors of the tower and the trap door of the ringing- 
chamber— the latter apparently constructed for men of 
only normal size— were wide open, however, on Saturday 
last to the members of the Guild f«r their quarterly 
meeting, and two things, 00 doubt, were responsible for 
bringing together a very representative company. First, 
favourable cycling weather, and second, the fact that it 
was the first opportunity for many to have a ring on the 
new octave. T h e  tlrigers present numbered about thirty, 
and hailed from Aliesley, Coventry, Rugby, Fenny Comp- 
ton, W alsall, Northampton, Stratford-on-Avon, and 
Southam, with Mr. J. W . Taylor, of Loughborough. 
The President, the Rev. Alan W illiam s, also motored over 
from W arwick, and presided over the Committee meeting 
before tea, and also at tea. The latter was partaken of at 
the Craven Arms Hotel, and the business meeting was 
held afterwards.

Chilvers Coton was selected as the place for the next 
quarterly meeting in January, 1914, and a very hearty vote 
of thanks was passed to the Rector of Southam for his 
kind permission to use the belis, and for his interest in the 
Guild.

The Rev. C. C. Cox, on bebalf of the members expressed 
to Mr. J. W . W hite, of Coventry, their appreciation of his 
eftorts to instil the Art into the minds of the local ringers. 
He was appointed Instructor to the band a short time ago, 
and it speaks volumes for his energy and abilities that 
after eight weekly visits, his pupils were able to ring their 
first six-scores of Doubles with 7-6-8 covering. The best 
wishes of the Guild were given him in his work.

Mr. W hite thanked the members present, and looked 
forward with much hope to obtaining a good set of change- 
ringess in Southam.

Some good touches were rung during the afternoon and 
evening on the bells, in which the local men took part, and 
the methods included Grandsire and Stedman Triples, 
Plain Bob, Double Norwich, and Superlative Surprise 
Major.

N e w  R i n g  o f  S i x  b v  B o w e l l , o f  I p s w i c i I.

On Sunday, October 19th, the Lord Bishop of Norwich 
dedicated a new ring of six bells, cast and hung by Alfred 
Bowell, of Ipswich. The bells are tuned on the Canon 
Simpson principle, and hung in a wrought steel frame 
bolted to heavy steel girders. A ll the fittings on the bells 
are of the most modern type. T h e weight of the tenor is
II cwt. 3 qrs., its note G.

A  special band of ringers met to open the bells, and when 
the dedication prayers had been said a few rounds were 
rung. T his was the first time the new bells had been 
heard, and everyone expressed satisfaction at their sweet 
tone. Immediately after the service the same band rang a 
720 of Oxford Treble Bob Minor. The bells were then 
handed over to the visitors, of whom there were about 40 
present from M istley, Ipswich, Marlesford, G reat Bromley, 
Harkstead, Sproughton, E arl Soham, Holbrook, Langham ,

and other towers. Tea was provided by the rector and 
churchwardens, at the “  K ing’s H ead,” after which some 
courses of Treble Bob Major, etc., were rung upon hand­
bells. A t the close of the tea the rector looked in, and 
in the course o{ a few words of congratulation and welcome 
asked their opinion as to the “ go” and tone of the new bells, 
and the unanimous verdict w a s : “  A  splendid peal and 
they go well.”

The tower formerly contained au old ring of five, of bad 
tone and tuoe, and were bad castings. T he new treble 
has been presented by a Lond>n lady (Mrs. Trotter), and 
it bears the following inscription: “ Alfred Bowell of 
Ipswich cast me 1913. Donum Dedit C. S. T . In memo- 
riam T . H . J. +  1894-1909.” The other five bells have 
the ancient inscriptions reproduced, a ls o : “  Recast by 
Bowell of Ipswich, 1913.’ ’

H O O , N E A R  R O C H E S T E R .

The historical peal of six bells of the Parish Church 
of St. W erburgh having been silent for about twelve 
years were re-opened last week after having been re- 
kuBg by Mr. A. Bowell, of Ip sw ch , who has carried 
out the work in a most satisfactory manner. T he bells 
have all been quarter-turned and hung with all new 
fittings, wheels, gudgeons and beerings and steel girder 
headstocks, and the old oak frame has been strengthened 
with tie bolts and angle brackets, making it strong and 
rigid. G n  Thursday evening last, October 23rd, and 
Saturday, the 25th, several members from Rochester and 
Gillingham went over to try them. Several good touches 
of Bob Minor, Grandsire Doubles and Kent Treble Bob 
Minor, including two 720s of Kent Minor, the following 
taking p a rt: Messrs. Allen, Paine, W m ser.Tulett, Garrett^

By the death of Dr. A . B . Carpenter the Exercise has 
sustained a great loss in every possible way, and a large 
circle of friends is the poorer by the absence of a charming 
and delightfnl personality. Though the present writer can­
not give anything like a connected account of his life, or 
even of his ringing career, he can point to a few of Dr. 
Carpenter’s achievements in the line of composition. 
These, we believe, did not extend over a very wide field, 
that is to say, he did not compose in every known method, 
or even in a majority of them, but the few that he did 
touch be treated with the hand of a master. In illustratioa 
of this we may point to his variation of H olt’s Original, in 
which the nnm berof calls is reduced to n o .  In Union 
Triples he composed some notable peals, including several 
six-part peals, and a very striking one-part, in which there 
are only 111 calls, including two singles, while every 6-7, 
7-4 and 5-6 is called throughout. There is also a remark­
able six-part peal of Oxford and Double Court Bob 
Triples, three five-part peals, and so far as the w riter 
knows, the only one-part peal in existence in these 
methods. Then in C o u rt Bob there is a ten-part peal, four 
six-part peals, three five-part peals and a one-part. In 
the province of Stedman Caters, Dr. Carpenter also com­
posed several good peals, of which two will be found in 
"  Stedman,”  pp. 86 and 87. There is also in the same 
publication a great work of the utmost utility by Dr. 
Carpenter, viz.,the table of starting and homing courses 
of Stedman for all course-ends having the treble in 2nds 
place. Even a cursory examination will show the 
magnitude of the task, and the very thorough manner in 
which it is accomplished. It will be found on pp. lo i  to 
116 inclusive. H e was a member of the Central Council 
from its inauguration, and it was a matter of great regret 
to his many friends and admirers that ill-healh prevented 
his attendance at Newcastle.
