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THE USEFUL BOB BLOCK 
By Edgar C. Shepherd

A MONG the many terms and expressions used in 
change ringing there are some that seem at first 
sight to belong purely to the theoretical side of the 

art and to be of interest and value only to the composer 
and student of compositions. Among such expressions 
is the Bob Block, a term that brings to mind immediately 
the investigations of W. H. Thompson, C. D. P. Davies 
and a host of other writers on Grandsire Triples, and 
may incline us to dismiss it as belonging to the higher 
mathematical considerations of change ringing and of no 
importance to the ordinary ringer and conductor.

The Bob Block (or B. Block as it is so often called) is, 
nevertheless, of great interest and of great practical 
value to the conductor, particularly to the caller of short 
touches.

A B. Block, as is probably well known, is the touch 
produced in any method by calling a bob at every lead 
or division. In some methods, such as Grandsire and 
Plain Bob, the B. Block is short; in some, such as Sted­
man, it is long; and in others, like Double Norwich 
Caters, it is long and involved and of very little practical 
value at all. The touch varies in length, of course, accord­
ing to the number of bells, and in Grandsire Doubles is 
composed of two leads, in Grandsire Triples of three 
leads, in Grandsire Caters of four leads. The case of 
Kent Treble Bob and its sister methods is peculiar, for 
here the B. Block is always three leads whatever the 
number of bells.

The value of the B. Block to the ordinary conductor 
lies in its adaptability in the construction and lengthening 
of touches, and in Sunday service ringing it is a most 

useful ally. Consider its application to Grand­
sire Triples. If we start from rounds and call a 
bob we produce 752634. If, likewise, we start 
from rounds and call Single, Bob, Bob, Single, 
we still arrive at 752634, but this time in four 
leads. We shall, as it were, have spliced in 
three leads, and these three leads, if separated 
from the touch, will be seen to consist of a 
B. Block complete in itself and made up of 
the rows 572634, 465372 and 234765.

The very simplest consideration of the 
above will show the practical usefulness of 
this device of splicing in leads. It tells us,

in short, that in place of any bob we can substitute 
S.B.B.S., and so add three leads to our touch. Moreover, 
if this insertion or splicing takes place at. a musical lead, 
then the music of the lead end will be repeated when the 
second single is called. The conductor of Grandsire will 
find a little experimental pricking and the insertion of B. 
Blocks very interesting and enlightening and perhaps a 
revelation of possibilities hitherto unsuspected.

To the Sunday service conductor, harassed by shortage 
of time, or wishful to extend his touch for a minute or 
two without previous preparation, the B. Block is a friendly 
and amenable companion.

THE MASTER TAPPER
O CCASIONALLY we publish details of enthusiasts who 

tap peals on handbells. But no enthusiast of this day 
and generation can equal the performance in that 

direction of Elijah Roberts, who, on March 23rd, 1837, 
tapped 19,440 Treble Bob Maximus at the Derby Arms, 
Whitechapel, Liverpool. The performance started at 4.19 
a.m. and finished at 5.24 p.m. In an article on Elijah 
Roberts, the late William Snowdon wrote to the ‘ Ringing 
World ’ that at Birmingham in 1833 he tapped 5,016 Sted­
man Cinques. This peal he composed himself, but, doubt­
less to satisfy a great many ringers in an adjoining room, 
Henry Cooper, the well-known composer of early peals 
of Stedman Triples, acted as conductor. No less a ringer 
than Henry Johnson was present, and he heard every 
change, and was satisfied with the truth and accuracy of 
that unique performance.

In a letter to a friend on his performances, Roberts 
wrote: ‘ The first peal I rang was about 20 years ago 
(1807). . . . The number of changes was between 5,000 
and 6,000 and was composed of nothing but Plain Courses, 
viz., Grandsire, Plain Bob and Treble Bob Triples; Grand­
sire, Plain Bob and Treble Bob Caters; Grandsire, Plain 
Bob and Treble Bob Royal; Grandsire, Plain Bob and 
Treble Bob Cinques; Grandsire, Plain Bob and Treble Bob 
Maximus. Also one and the last course was Treble Bob 
Sixteen, for which I don’t know what other name to give 
it. Now this may not be considered of much note, but I 
assure you that to ring three different methods, and on 
different numbers of bell, and, as soon as one plain course 
is rung and the bells come round, to strike immediately 
into another from eight bells to sixteen is no joke.’

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KENT RINGERS’ TOUR IN SOUTH SOMERSET
AN ENJOYABLE WEEK AMONGST FINE TOWERS AND FINE BELLS

T O m ost ringers, the county of Som erset con­
jures up in one’s m ind fou r things—m ag­

nificent towers, fine bells, strong cider and an 
efficient general secretary. F rom  a ringing 
point of view it can be divided into two parts— 
N orth and South. The N orth  has the  m ono­
poly o f heavy ‘ eights,’ b u t the South has a 
goodly num ber of heavy ‘ sixes.’ A fter our 
Devonshire to u r last year, it was originally de­
cided to visit N o rth  Som erset, b u t as the 
Universities A ssociation had ‘beaten us to  it.’ 
we com prom ised with South Som erset, with 
headquarters a t  Yeovil from  July 28th to  
August 5th.

O ur party , w hich num bered  28 including 
non-ringers, was gathered together by T om  Sone, 
and all other ringing arrangem ents and towers 
were planned by P at C annon, with prelim inary 
advice from  M essrs. J. T . D yke, general secre­
tary o f the Bath and Wells Association, and 
T. J . Setter, captain o f Yeovil band. Twelve 
ringers came from  K ent, two from  Lincs. two 
from  N orthan ts, one from  Berks and one from  
Surrey. A  31-seater coach was h ired  fo r the 
week, with proprieto r Ernest Lush again in 
com m and, and left P addock W ood, K ent, at 
8 a.m ., Saturday, July 28th, picking up en 
route. •

T R A F F IC  D IF FIC U L T IE S
The organiser, who had ju st finished a week 

in Cornw all, was due to  meet the party  for 
lunch a t Andover. H ants, a t 12 mid-day. But 
as A ndover was experiencing a really bad  traffic 
hold up, it taking over an ho u r to pass through 
the narrow  streets, he was not unduly surprised 
when they turned ud a t 1.30 p.m . ! So it was 
‘ bells before lunch,’ and Messrs. J . A . Hill and 
N . V. Andrews were waiting to greet our party 
for ringing a t the first tower (eight. 17 cwt.).

M any visitors to  A ndover have felt scared 
at the unusual entry to  the belfry bu t no one 
commented this tim e, and there are plenty much 
worse in o ther places.

Owing to  the traffic jam  we were one hour 
late everywhere fo r the rest o f the day and 
when we arrived  a t Shaftesbury St. Jam es’, we 
learn t th a t som eone h ad  w aited nearly  an 
hour, and then gone hom e, so we carried on to 
H enstridge, Som erset (six. 19J2 cwt.). where we 
were joined by ‘ Joe ’ D yke. The bells are a 
fine ring, thongh som ew hat noisy in the ringing 
cham ber. O ur last call fo r  Saturday was Mil- 
borne P o rt (eight, 2 8 i cwt.). These are a really 
grand old eight bu t the th ird  required so much 
pulling to keep it up that eventually the rope 
broke, so we finished up w ith 120 G randsire 
D oubles on the back five ! Yeovil was reached 
at 8.45 p.m . and we soon settled into o u r ‘ digs ’ 
and enjoyed a well-earned sleep.

On Sunday m orning M essrs. T. J. Setter and 
T. M arks were waiting to welcome us to  St. 
Jo h n ’s, Yeovil (ten. 401 cwt.). and we enjoyed 
G randsire and Stedm an Caters, P lain Bob and 
Treble Ten on the fine ring. A fter ringing, 
everyone attended service. The program m e for 
the afternoon was a visit to  tw o ‘ sixes ’ and 
two * fives.’ T he first tow er was M ontacute (six, 
24 cwt.), and M r. V . F arth ing  and the Vicar 
m et us. These bells are considered locally as 
som ething of a problem  ring  as the sway of the 
tow er tends to upset good striking. How ever, 
a good course o f C am bridge brought forth  
praise from  M r. Farth ing  and the w riter has 
am bitions fo r ‘ first peal on the bells ’ som e­
tim e, though it will be hard  w ork. T intinhull 
(five, 13 cwt.) go well and ‘ Tom  ’ Setter joined 
us fo r a new tow er. We returned to  M ontacute 
fo r tea a t the fam ous E lizabethan m ansion and 
enjoyed a stroll through the beautiful grounds.

F o r Evensong, we were privileged to ring at 
Stoke-sub-H am don (six. 18 cwt '). T he Vicar, 
the Rev. D . Ballard. M rs E S. Powell. M r. 
Jack D rew  and the local band were w aiting to  
■welcome us. All of them  joined in with us for 
■Cambridge, K ent, P lain Bob and  G randsire on

a  splendid ring  with a very nicely-kept ringing 
cham ber. Once agair we all stayed to  service. 
O ur last tow er was O dcom be (five, 13 cwt.). 
The Vicar and five of the local band m et us. 
T he bells hang in a central tow er, with a 
sh o rt d raught, and require striking.

PEA L R IN G IN G  CO M M EN C ES
O n M onday we started  our peal operations. 

T he first attem pt was to  be a t W insham  (eight, 
14 cwt.), and  we were m et by M r. Pym , local 
captain, and  ‘ Joe  ’ D yke, w ho was anxious to 
score a  peal in a  new Som erset tower. The 
bells were cast in 1894 from  a  heavy ring of 
five by M ears and S tainbank, and the ropes 
hang in the centre o f the church. As the 
choir sing am ong the bell ropes, the local band 
have to carry four heavy seats into the chancel 
every tim e they ring, w hich is twice every Sun­
day, a t least.

Three peals were rung fo r the opening cere­
m ony in D ecem ber, 1894. G randsire, Stedm an 
and  D ouble N orw ich, and as fa r  as the w riter 
know s, none have been rung since though there 
have been m any attem pts recently. A  sta rt was 
m ade fo r D ouble N orw ich C ourt Bob b u t after
2 hours and 30 m inutes’ good ringing, a shift 
course necessitated ‘ S tand ’ being called. This 
was a  big disappointm ent to  all concerned, as 
m ost of the bells required  m uch pulling and 
perspiration  flowed p ro fu se ly ! The ringers 
were F . M acey 1, C . A. Bassett 2. E. G . O rland
3, M . S. C loke 4. R. W. Rex 5, G . K enw ard 6. 
J . T. D yke 7, A .P. C annon (conductor) 8. The 
conductor is looking forw ard  to finishing off 
th a t one in the cooler w eather !

Those no t ringing went over to Thorncom be 
(five, 20 cwt.), where the V icar, the Rev. G . 
Grovtj. stood everyone a  d rink  in the ‘ local.’ and 
H aw kchurch (six. 11 cwt.), where the bells ‘ go ’ 
well, though noisv.

A fter a good lunch at G ills Cafe, C hard , we 
w alked to C hard  (eight. 23 cwt.), w here M r. 
R alph  J. G illard , who h ad  been m ost helpful 
in local arrangem ents, was waiting to  m eet us. 
T he bells are a good eight, rung from  the 
g round  floor and, until o u r visit, only tw o peals 
o f M ajor had  been rung  on-the  bells, o f which 
the  w riter rang  the tenor to  the first in June, 
1937. Superlative was duly brought round  in
3 hours and  16 m inutes, and our two L incoln­
shire friends were very pleased to  score their 
first peal o f Surprise.

M eanwhile the  rem ainder o f our party , ac­
com panied by R alph  G illard  and Joe Dyke, 
visited three towers well off the beaten track. 
I t  is possible th a t the change-ringing on two 
o f them , a t least, was the first on the bells. 
A t Com be St. N icholas’ (six 16 cwt.), the 
V icar, the Rev. W . T . T aylor, gave us a hearty 
welcome and Cam bridge, L ondon. D ouble 
C ourt, P lain Bob and G randsire were rung. 
N ext came W hitestaunton (five. 12 cwt.), rung 
from  the ground floor, and where the w riter 
recalled lashing a bell, while learning, in 1929 ! 
A nd lastly, down very narrow  lanes, W am brook 
(five, •• cwt.), w here the fou rth  was thought to  
be loose on the stock and  ringing was lim ited 
to  two leads o f G randsire !

A fter tea with the peal band  we m ade for 
Chaffcom be (five, 13 cwt.). where the writer 
was very pleased to m eet the Rector, the Rev. 
P . D. P reston , b ro ther o f an old school friend 
o f his a t C hard . 1928-1930. F o r  those who 
reallv enjoy visits to  fresh towers, it is always 
good fun to visit five-bell tow ers, and the local 
ringers are  pleased too . Perhaps sometimes the 
‘ go ’ of the bells is not all that could be de­
sired. b u t it is a  good thing fo r those whose 
own bells are a m odern ring, to  find out under 
ju st w hat so rt o f conditions hundreds o f loyal 
ringers have to  perform  Sunday by Sunday. A 
quick run  back to Yeovil, w ith the addition of 
Kilby H oltom . who had arrived a t Chaffcombe. 
enabled several to  take p art in Stedm an C aters 
a t the local practice.

T H E  F IR S T  ‘ D O U B LE ’
T uesday m orning was booked fo r tw o peals, 

and tow er-hunting in the afternoon. Punctually 
(for a  change !) th e  coach arrived  a t M artock 
(eight, 25 cwt.) and  M r. F . Strickland, deputy 
fo r M r. F red  F a rran t, w ho had  m ade all a r ­
rangem ents and was away on  holiday, was 
w aiting to  open the  belfry. T he in terio r o f the 
church was m uch a d m ired ; this, in the 
w riter’s opinion, m ust be one of the finest P er­
pendicular in teriors in  the country. T he bells 
are a  pleasant eight, an d  Cam bridge was b rought 
round  in  3 hours and .15 m inutes, Geoffrey 
W aters perform ing well again fo r  his second 
heavy tenor o f the  week.

W hile th is was in progress the  rem ainder 
w ent over to  South Petherton  (eight, 24 cwt.) 
to tackle the ‘ first peal o f M ajor on the  bells.’ 
T he local captain, M r. W . H arw ood, and  the  
V icar m et us and  wished us good luck. T he 
bells hang in an  octagonal central tow er and the 
tenor, cast by Bilbie, 1721, is a particularly  fine 
bell. A  really excellent peal o f P lain Bob was 
scored w ith n o t undue effort and M r. Jack  
D rew  congratu lated  u »  on o u r striking. In ­
cidentally, the belfry is large, well lit and  has a 
good circle o f ropes.

W e all m et together fo r lunch a t the  Railw ay 
H otel, M artock, before starting  a  to u r of five 
towers in the afternoon  and evening. F irs t on 
the  list was K ingsbury  Episcopi’s (six, 19 cwt) 
fine tow er and  bells, and  then  came H uish Epis- 
copi (six, 16 cwt.), with an  even better tenor, 
one o f the best in the  county. N ext on the  list 
was Som erton (six, 20 cwt.), w ith  ano ther 
octagonal tower. W e were to ld  by the  verger, 
M r. Rolls, th a t there are  two practice nights, 
fo r ladies and  gents ! O ur visit coincided with 
the ladies’ night and  some of us thought of 
staying but, o f course, only to see how  ladies 
handled  a  ring  o f six with a  20 cwt. tenor !

H ow ever, we were behind schedule, and, after 
tea, continued to C harlton  M ackrell (six, 14 
cwt.), w here M r. E . C . Eades was aw aiting us.

These bells, hung in a  central tow er, were 
rung to  D ouble O xford, Single O xford  and 
D ouble C ourt as weli as P lain Bob, bu t the  
ten o r was certainly a  h a n d fu l! The last ring 
o f the  day was Ilchester (five, 11+ cwt.), with 
ano ther octagonal tow er. T he tow n is o f 
R om an origin and is situated on the Fosse 
W ay. T he bells, rehung in 1938 by G illett and 
Johnston, go really well. Before departing, a 
well-known heavy bell-ringer won Is. by d rink­
ing straigh t off, with no pause, tw o pints o f 
cider, m uch to  the surprise o f som e of the 
locals !

A  D A Y  IN  D O R SET
T o please our non-ringers, an opportunity  to  

smell the sea a ir  was given on W ednesday. An 
earlier s ta rt was m ade an d  W eym outh reached 
by 9.20 a.m . W e soon found W yke Regis 
(eight. 16} cwt) and  M r. E. J . L add, o f T un­
bridge Wells, and M r. Stedm an, local captain, 
greeted us. The belfry, with a door leading 
ou t on  to  the ro o f o f the church, contains a 
pleasant ring, rehung  before the last w ar by 
M ears and Stainbank. D ouble N orw ich was 
duly com pleted, this being the 200th tenor which 
the  w riter has ‘ turned in ’- to  a p ea l. Those n o t 
ringing enjoyed a trip  to  Portland  Bill and a  view 
o f several battleships.

O ur first tow er of the afternoon was Upwey 
(six, 9} cwt.). The V icar, the Rev. A. S. 
B ryant, was delighted to  m eet K ent ringers, en­
quiring  if anyone came from  M arden. Geoffrey 
W aters, captain o f M arden, and  Tom  Sone, of 
the next village, were duly introduced to him . 
This is a  very p retty  village, with a fam ous 
w ishing well and  it was regretted th a t longer 
tim e could no t be spent there. A ten-mile run  
over undulating country  w ith magnificent views 
brought us to  the prettily-situated church of

music ! T he entry in to  the belfry is on to  a 
gallery and  then dow n some steps. The local 
ringers obviously look after their ringing cham ­
ber, as there are several clusters o f red roses 
around  the walls. T he R ector, the Rev. S. 
D aniel, very kindly telephoned to  B ridport to 
fix tea fo r us, a gesture which was m uch ap­
preciated, and while this was being done, a fair 
course o f Bristol was rung, the only one of the 
week.

C ontinuing to B ridport (eight, 2 H  cwt.), we 
rang Special C am bridge and  Superlative on a 
really good octave and, after tea, visited N ether- 
bury (six, 20 cwt.), a fine old six, the  heaviest 
in the county, where tw o local ringers welcomed 
us fo r C am bridge and D ouble O xford, The last 
tow er to  be visited was the very fine one of 
Beaminster (eight. 24 cwt.), and the equallv 
fine bells were rung to Y orkshire and D ouble 
Norw ich as well as Stedm an and  G randsire. 
M r. E . P . Bailey welcomed us and joined us in 
D ouble N orw ich C ourt Bob. Also, listening 
outside, was M r. Joe Barrett.

A N O T H ER  ‘ D O U B L E ’'
One of the pleasures of a ringing to u r is the 

warm  welcome one usually receives a t the 
various churches. M r. G . H. P ike, captain of 
Crew kerne (eight, 22 cwt.), was unable to  meet 
us on T hursday, owing to  business, so Mrs. Pike 
was there to  greet us and unlock the tower. 
W e should like to  thank  both  o f them  for their 
excellent arrangem ents fo r lunch at the 
‘ G eorge,’ which was m uch appreciated by every­
one. Joe D yke was w aiting fo r us, and the peal 
of D ouble N orw ich which follow ed gave him  a 
new tow er in Som erset fo r a peal, his 98th in 
the county. The bells are a handy ring and 
can certainly travel ! J . T . JO. asked the 
band to  ‘ m ake the pace a bit brisker ’ Thev 
certainly did, and gave Joe a w et shirt, bu t a 
good peal was rung.

A fter lunch it had  been the original intention 
to  attem pt a peal at llm inster. However, owing 
to the bad  state o f the bell fram e, perm ission 
was cancelled, so M r. J . T . Locke very kindly 
got perm ission fo r D ray ton  (eight, 19 cwt.) 
The bells, rung from  the ground floor, are a 
fine lot and Plain Bob was rung to  enable one 
o f  our lady ringers to  score her second peal. 
The com position bv the w riter and also the
5,024 rung  a t South P etherton  by  Tom  Sone 
were bo th  rung as com plim ents, and w ith m any 
thanks, to  the organisers.

D uring  the day six ‘ e x tr a ’ to w ers.w ere  
visited. In the m orning the first one was Hasel- 
bury Plucknett (six. 6 cwt.). rung  from  the 
ground floor, and the V icar, w ho has a keen 
sense o f hum our, gave us a  happy  welcome. 
N ext we went over to  H inton  St. George (six, 
14 cwt.) w ith ano ther central tow er and some 
verv fine m onum ents to  the Poulett fsm ily. 
W hile the D rayton Deal was in progress, we 
visited Shepton Beaucham p (eight, 12f cwt.) and 
Barrington (six. 15 cwt.). A t the fo rm er tow er 
M r. Reg Beale had been waiting patiently fo r us 
and joined us in Stedm an Triples. We also 
rang a good course o f Y orkshire, bu t although 
the bells are light, they certainly require ringing, 
owing to  tower vibration . A t Barrington, the 
local captain. M r. A. Bond, proved that, given 
regular a ttention , a 15 cwt. tenor can ‘ go ’ like 
a bell o f three cwt. and this after no bell- 
ringer has touched it fo r 50 years. The writer 
has seldom rung a bell, in plain bearings, re­
quiring less effort

stone {six. 11 cwt.) the bells are rung from  the 
chancel steps, and M r. T . Hill joined us in 
P lain Bob and G randsire.

7 cwt.) we rather 
disgraced ourselves ! The front bells are som e­
w hat light, and an experienced ringer broke a 
stav !

gusted ! ‘ Suppose you’re used to  heavier bells ’ 
and  ‘ W e never break  any stays, only with 
learners,’ were two of his com m ents ! 1 H ow ­
ever, nam es and addresses were left w ith the 
V icar, and  any expense incurred  will be duly 
settled !

A G R A N D  PEA L
We knew  we were due fo r an enjoyable m orn ­

ing a t D itcheat (eight, 24 cwt.). T he w riter had 
to ld  everyone ‘ T ay lor’s best, 1921;—equal to  
anything in the country fo r their weight.’ A nd 
the peal o f Y orkshire which resulted gave great 
p leasure to  those taking part and also to  those 
listening to these m agnificent bells. The cen­
tral tow er ringing cham ber allows the bells to  
be heard  in  the ideal volume fo r peal ringing. 
M r. A lbert L intern let us in, locked us up, and 
let us ou t when we’d  finished. M r. H . C . L in ­
tern  had very kindly fixed us up  fo r another 
splendid lunch at the ‘ G reen T ree ’ Inn , and Joe 
D yke again joined us. Those n o t ringing in 
the peal h ad  an interesting m orning a t Castle 
C ary (eight, 15 cwt.), where they were m et by 
M r. E . F . Creed, and  W est L ydford (six, 14 
cwt.), w here the Vicar gave his perm ission a t 
short notice.

The trea t in store fo r the afternoon was a 
ring on the grand new Taylor ten a t Ever- 
creech (tenor 21 cwt.), b u t before this we 
slipped over to try the very fine six at Bruton 
(tenor 25 cwt.). M rs. W hite, wife o f the cap ­
tain, opened the tow er fo r us, and we enjoyed 
C am bridge and D ouble O xford. Back to Ever- 
creech to meet H arry  Sanger, and  we regretted 
that, owing to local conditions, perm ission could 
n o t be given th is tim e fo r a peal a ttem pt. H ow ­
ever, we enjoyed G randsire and Stedm an C aters 
and an attem pt for Cam bridge Royal. The 
tow er, over 120 feet high, is one of the best in 
Somerset.

As we were behind in our schedule, tea  was 
given a miss, and we continued to  W incanton 
(eight, 15 cwt.), where M r. J . C hilcott had  been 
waiting some tim e, and  jo ined  us fo r G randsire 
and Stedm an on the new ring, fairly  recently 
augm ented, and rung from  the ground floor. 
W hen we arrived  at N o rth  C heriton  (five, 9 
cwt.), we found a  choir practice in progress 
and m ost o f us jo ined in the singing. In  fact, 
it was quite a iob to  find enough to  r i n g !

The 
windows are to  be bricked up completely behind 
the louvres.

W ith these im provem ents it is hoped that 
there will be a cessation o f  com plaints which 
nave restricted local ringing activities.

bell-ringing.’ T he next po in t to  arise was
* W hat can we p u t on show  ? ’

M any ideas were tried , and  m any ideas re­
jected, until the follow ing items were finally de­
cided u p o n :— H andbells, standard  diagram s. 
A ssociation publications, m odel o f bell 
m echanism , photographs, bellropes, etc.

T he exhibition was officially opened by the 
M ayor of O ldham , w ith the  D irecto r o f E duca­
tio n  acting as chairm an to  the com m ittee, and 
from  that m om ent ‘ the show was on  ’ ! Each 
evening of the week and Saturday afternoon 
and  evening we were kep t very busy answ er­
ing questions and explaining all th a t we could 
to  a never-ceasing stream  of visitors to  our 
stand.

I t  had  no t been the intention to  include ‘ The 
N in e  Tailors ’ on the stand, bu t so m any people 
quoted  the  book, o r some extract fro m  the 
book, th a t we had  to  keep it handy fo r re­
ference ! W hilst some of the questions were 
ridiculous owing to  ignorance o f bell-ringing, 
th e  m ajority  o f interrogations were o f  a  serious 
an d  thoughtful type, and from  all ages o f  visi­
to rs . T he explanations and dem onstrations 
given were keenly appreciated by a  very critical 
audience, particularly  when a little change-ring­
ing was done on the handbells a  few  tim es each 
evening.

A t a final m eeting o f the representatives, the 
w riter expressed thanks fo r this exhibition which 
allowed us such a golden opportunity  to  * put 
over ’ to  the public the  cause of church bell- 
ringing. I f  we only m anaged to  im press 500 
o u t of the thousands w ho cam e th rough  the 
hall, we will be satisfied.

N o t e . —T he stall, according to  the photographs 
subm itted, was m ost attractive. In  bold letter­
ing it was headed ‘ Lancashire A ssociation o f 
Change-ringers, Rochdale Branch. St. M ark ’s. 
G lodw ick.’ Tw o bellropes decorated the sides 
and  a semi-circle of 20 handbells looked m ost 
.effective am ong the various exhibits.— E d .

THE RINGING WORLD

RE DEDICATION 
CAPEL, SURREY

A fter a silence o f over 22 years, the  bells of 
St. John-the-D ivine’s, Capel, Surrey, rang  out 
again on Sunday, A ugust 5th, after being re­
hung by M essrs. M ears and  Stainbank, who 
h ad  recast the  second an d  fifth, w hich were 
cracked.

T he dedication prayer was said by the  Bishop 
of G uild ford  at the end of M atins an d  the 
bells were rung  by m em bers o f the local band, 
while the procession receded to  the sanctuary 
fo r the final Blessing. I t is worthy of note that 
am ong those w ho rang was M r. G eorge Stead­
m an, now  85, w ho rang in w hat was then  a 
record perform ance, a  peal o f T reble Bob M inor 
consisting o f fourteen  720’s in different m ethods 
(10,080 changes) in 1888.

A s the large congregation left the church six 
m em bers o f the L eatherhead band, by invitation, 
rang a 360 of C am bridge M inor follow ed by a 
240 of K ent and O xford T reble Bob. The two 
bands were entertained to  lunch a t the K ing’s 
A rm s by the V icar and  churchw ardens.

F ro m  3 until 6.30, w ith a  break fo r tea, the 
bells were open to  visitors and were m ade full 
use o f by ringers from  W ycom be, W alton, H aw ­
ley and H orsham  to  a  variety  of m ethods from  
Stedm an D oubles to  L ondon  Surprise M inor 
and, to  fit the occasion, a  course of C apel T reble 
Bob.

A nd  so, a t the end of 21 years o f  office, the 
secretary of the  L eatherhead D istric t was able 
to  com plete his ring on the tow ers in his dis­
tric t.

D ear Sir,—O n the last day of the * K ent ’ tour 

in Som erset and D orset, peals were rung at 
Yeovil and  Sherborne Abbey. As one of the 
other six, who were privileged to stand in 'the 
latter peal, I  would like to record the tru ly  
great perform ance of M alcolm Cloke (aged 18) 
and Geoffrey W aters (aged 23).

Sherborne Abbey tenor is a real m an’s bell 
bu t young Geoff rang it with the practised ease 
of any well-known heavy-bell ringer and. after 
4} hours, finished up quite fresh and w ith only 
a few m inor blisters.

A fter about three hours we thought he was 
tiring b u t he to ld  us afterw ards th a t the few  
dotted notes were caused by the bells swinging 
a little lower than he wished and after failing 
to  raise her by steady pulling, he gave her a 
mighty heave th a t sent her over the balance and 
it took several m ore blows to place her correctly. 
F rom  then on he rang the bell faultlessly to  the 
end, and the happy grin on his face during  the 
last q u arte r pea] to ld  us th a t all was well.

M alcolm , on the seventh, did not have so 
much weight to  pull about, but the ability of 
this slender youth to  ring the 29-cwt. bell and 
conduct the peal was never once in doubt. F o r at 
the slightest hesitation o f any ringer, the  latter 
was prom ptly told w hat he was doing and who 
he was coursing and  only once was a  bell 
allowed to  hesita te long enough to  cause a 
clash.

M alcolm  rang steadily throughout, his face 
never betraying his feelings until the  last 
change cam e up. then  he literally danced on the 
box as he shouted. 4 A nd th a t’s the lot, the 
whole bloom ing lo t.’ bu t instead of calling 
‘ S tand.’ we had  to finish the job properly with
* good lower in peal.

Even if an expert band is asked to  help them , 
the youth o f the Exercise will be h a rd  pu t to  it 
to  equal the perform ance of these two coming 
men of the fu tu re, fo r it m ust be rem em bered 
that th is peal came a t the end of an intensive 

C annonised ’ week of 47 tow ers, and each had 
stood in  fo u r peals.

In  the m orning I had  picked up a peacock’s 
feather a t East C oker and was to ld  th a t it was 
je ry  unlucky. W hen the peal a t th a t tow er 
failed, the wags shook their heads, bu t we de­
fied superstition and took the feather to  Sher­
borne. H ere we began to w onder fo r twice, 
after five m inutes’ ringing, we had 4 S tand,’ but 
we pu t th a t down to  stage fright.

On entering up the peal, I found that it was 
jny 13th fo r the K ent C ounty, and my 13th o f 
Bob M ajor.

T IPS  F O R  H O L T ’S O R IG IN A L
D ear Sir,— In learning the O riginal it is m ost 

im portan t th a t the bells Before and  a t the 
D ouble be also learnt. T hen, a t your previous 
call, you can see a t once if your next Before 
and  D ouble is right.

O ne well-known pitfall is the calls 5, 7, 7 and, 
shortly  after, 7, 5.. 5. I f  you look a t the first, 
the  lead before the 5th is the  7th and in  the 
second the lead before the 7th is the 5th.

A nother tip  is when in doubt, if your next call 
is a  fu ll course, rem em ber the 2nd is neyer in 
the  hun t. F o r  a full course in the peal, the 6th 
also is never in the hun t five leads except in the 
last 7, 0, 0 and then twice. W hen one is call­
ing it regularly, it is surprising how m any hints 
one can learn, but there is one thing about the 
O riginal, it does n o t m atter how  m any times 
one has called it, it has always got to  be 
called. In  o ther com positions one can w ander, 
b u t n o t in the  O riginal. T he m ind is on it  all 
the tim e.

W ilfred Taffender will learn with- great regret

These first five peals were conducted 
by his father, M r. T . H . Taffender, and  M r. 
Jam es Bullock also took  part in each.

H is to tal peal list is 156, o f which he con­
ducted  50, and 148 have been fo r th e  London 
C ounty  Association. M r. T. H . Taffender rang  
in  148 and conducted 76. A  notable peal was 
one o f Stedm an Cinques a t St. L eonard ’s, Shore­
ditch, in which six fathers and sons took  part 
an d  rang  in the  o rder of father and  son.
