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THE FIRST HALF

THHE first half of Great Adventure I I  is over and it is 
possible to weigh up the value of this enterprise, which 

at Northampton failed to receive the recognition or bene­
diction of the Central Council. While purely individual, 
and this has been a cause of surprise to our Australian 
friends, it has been regarded in this great Commonwealth 
as symbolic of the goodwill and friendship of the whole 
of British ringers.

We have been received as the representatives of a 
large body many thousands strong, who in their service 
to the Church ring the bells of cathedrals and churches 
Sunday by Sunday proclaiming the message of Glory to 
God in the Highest. The interest in the visit has not 
been limited to the few. Two archbishops—Perth and 
Melbourne—and the Bishop of Adelaide have amended 
their diaries to give us a welcome.

Equally interested have been the civic authorities. 
Two Lord Mayors and two Mayors have held receptions 
in our honour and have shown their appreciation of the 
dedicated art we practise. Bellringing is typically British 
and is recognised as such by those who have received us. 
Our ringing has brought pleasure to hundreds; we say 
this not in any sense to belittle the conscientious per­
formances of members of the Australian and New Zealand 
Association; but in many areas our style of ringing, and 
the rhythm captured, brought to many from the Ringing 
Isles tears of nostalgic memories. “ We have never heard 
our bells rung like this” was not a mere empty phrase. 
We heard it at Perth, Adelaide, outside the Town Hal!, 
Ballarat, Bendigo and Yass.

And what can we say of those who were our hosts, 
planned the various programmes and entertained us so 
lavishly and selflessly? The welcome and kindness ex­
tended to us will never be forgotten. The next generation 
repeated to the full the generous hospitality of 1934. 
Most of the party had had experience of organising
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ringing functions; they knew the hours of hard work in­
volved and were very conscious of what had been under­
taken to care for a party, most of whom were elderly 
and at times travel-weary.

Already there are indications that the visit has pro­
duced tangible results. At Perth we emphasised that the 
bells were unpealable. Two members prepared a report 
on the bells and the Church Authorities will probably 
approach the Lord Mayor to issue a civic appeal. The 
other was at Melbourne. The bells at the Roman Catholic 
Cathedral have for years been notorious for bad-going. 
Now there is every promise that specifications for an eight 
and ten will be sought. Two worthy rings are likely to 
be operating in the city of Melbourne—not too many for 
a population of over two millions.

The standard of Australian belfries visited was high. 
Clean and fresh, most of them had a businesslike air 
and there was evidence of young life everywhere. The 
bell chambers were tidy and clean; the general opinion 
was that steeplekeepers should give a closer attention to 
the bells. However, the Atmosphere of interest and en­
thusiasm encountered gave every prospect that the Aus­
tralian and New Zealand Association would, with steady 
influx of ringers with English experience, be in a position 
equal to the average county Association.
